In recent years, the intricate pro-
cess of shaping a novel multipolar
global order has entered a distinct
phase. A salient indicator thereof
is the expeditious metamorphosis
witnessed in the global economic
nexus. In light of these developments,
the inquiry into the prospective po-
sitioning of the Islamic world within
this framework, and concomitantly
within the global political landscape,
assumes profound significance.

The intrinsic resource and econom-
ic disparities, political heterogeneity,
and internal contradictions persist
within the Islamic world, accompa-
nied by a relative weakness in its
organizational structure. However,

a discernible trend towards a more
stringent internal economic framework
is emerging, characterized by the delin-
eation of two prominent economic nu-
clei: the Middle Eastern core, anchored
in the Persian Gulf and Turkey, and the
Asian core, centered in Indonesia

and Malaysia. Additionally, a potential
third core, pan-African, may material-
ize over time. Notably, these economic
cores align closely with three histor-
ically and culturally defined spheres
of Islamic propagation, each fostering
distinct characteristics while main-
taining religious and cultural cohe-
sion. Furthermore, these cores inter-
sect with three regions of political
culture formation within the Islamic
world: the Middle East, Southeast
Asia, and Africa.

The possibility of the emergence
of other cores remains uncertain
at present. However, despite sig-
nificant variations in the specific

parameters of political, economic,
and social processes within these
areas, they share a common belong-
ing to the Islamic world, implying

a shared identity and some common
cultural patterns. Moreover, they
are part of the macro-region of the
Global South, which faces common
challenges.

Among these challenges, five stand
out, each of which receives and will
continue to receive its own interpre-
tation within the Islamic world.

The first and arguably most funda-
mental of these is climate change.

In the case of the Middle Eastern
segment of the Islamic world, climate

Pres-
ently, a significant portion of the Mid-
dle Eastern region experiences annual
precipitation levels below 300 mm,
with the requisite threshold typically
estimated between 200-300 mm. Re-
newable water resources in the primary
part of the region are below 1000 m?®

In Southeast Asia (SEA), with

its numerous islands and exten-
sive coastal territories, the trend
initially appears to be in contrast.
However, the doubling of carbon di-
oxide emissions in the period from
1990 to 2020 and the anticipated
tripling by 2050 will inevitably lead
to environmental degradation and a
decrease in agricultural crop yields.

Fur-
thermore, as noted by Chinese re-
searchers Zhou Mo and Wang Shou?,
there has been an increase in the
number of days per year in Asia where
coastal areas experience both heat-
waves and rising sea levels in recent
decades. According to their forecasts,
under a negative scenario, such a sit-
uation is expected to persist annually
for 38 days between 2025 and 2049.
The second global challenge direct-
ly affecting the development of Is-
lamic world states is the digitization
and dissemination of artificial in-
telligence technologies.
Considering that these new tech-
nologies are only beginning to be

implemented, and the transition

to a new technological order is not
yet complete and occurs unevenly,
their socio-political consequenc-

es remain not entirely clear. In the
case of stable states, the digitization
of government administration leads
to an improvement in the quality

of services provided, which, in turn,
may strengthen existing political sys-
tems and regimes, as well as, in the
long term, lead to a rethinking of the
functions and even the essence of the
state. However, digital technologies
and Al are actively used by destruc-
tive forces, which entails new threats
and challenges, highly detrimental
not only to fragile but also to stable
states, whose functioning dependence
on digital technologies and Al is like-
ly to increase.

Regarding the Islamic world, be-
yond these two general consequenc-
es, there is also a notable applica-
tion of digital technologies and Al
in shaping a new shared information
and cultural domain. This ongoing
process, initiated several decades ago,
is expected to persist with the ex-
panding reach of the internet and ro-
botics. Consequently, while exacer-
bating the disparity between the most
developed and fragile states, these
advancements concurrently bolster
a pan-Islamic identity.

Additionally, digitization engenders
a heightened significance of knowl-
edge-intensive technologies. Despite
predominantly remaining technology
recipients, with the exception of the
UAE ranking among developed states
in the Global Innovation Index (26th

place, index 73.87), many Islamic
world nations are gradually enhanc-
ing their performance in this realm.
Future scientific and technological
development objectives are likely to en-

Perhaps
the most striking example of this
crisis is the United Nations’ efforts
to resolve conflicts in the Middle East
and North Africa. Despite the unprec-
edented efforts of the organization,
none of the armed conflicts in the
region has been resolved in recent
years. Moreover, the longstanding Is-
raeli-Palestinian conflict, seemingly
relegated to the periphery of global
politics, flared up with renewed vigor
in 2023, demonstrating its colossal
destructive potential. Neverthe-
less, the few successful initiatives
to de-escalate the situation in the
region in recent years have been
associated with the actions of indi-
vidual states, such as Russia in Syria
and China in the Iran-Saudi Arabia
track.

Such a decline in the effectiveness
of global institutions entails several
paradoxical consequences, not all
of which are negative.
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In the medium and particular-
ly in the long term, it contributes
to strengthening the strategic autonomy
of Islamic world states and increasing
their role in global politics. The chal-
lenge lies in the fact that most
of these states belong to the cate-
gory of middle (and many to small)
powers, which in the past century
typically acted with reliance on global
actors. The need to formulate foreign
policy strategies in new conditions
becomes a highly non-trivial task
for them. However, at the institution-
al level, its resolution can be facilitat-
ed by the existence of both regional
and pan-Islamic institutions (primar-
ily within the OIC), which have thus
far played a limited role in conflict
resolution.

Nevertheless, it is important to re-
member that a decrease in manage-
ability naturally increases not only
the overall vulnerability of the global
system but also the vulnerability
of its individual elements. If suffi-
ciently effective governance mecha-
nisms are not formed at either the level
of the Islamic world or the level of in-
dividual regional subsystems, further
fragmentation of Muslim areas and the
integration of their individual parts
into other regional subsystems could
become quite probable.

The decline in the effectiveness of global

institutions contributes to strengthening

the strategic autonomy of the states of the Islamic

world and increasing their role in world politics.

The fourth universal challenge,
reflecting the changing world order,
is associated with the transformation
of the structure of global economic
relations.

While Islamic world states hold
a stable position in global trade,
two groups of states stand out, ac-
counting for nearly 80% of all trade
within the OIC. The first group, with
external trade turnover ranging from
$515 to $647 billion annually, includes
the UAE, Malaysia, Turkey, Indonesia,
and Saudi Arabia. The second group
consists of Nigeria, Egypt, Bangladesh,
Pakistan, and Kazakhstan, with a turn-
over ranging from $93 to $134 billion
annually’.

Examining the attractiveness
of OIC countries for Foreign Direct
Investment (FDI) reveals a consis-
tently impressive growth in invest-
ment volumes over the long term.

In 1992, FDI amounted to only $113
billion, whereas by 2021, it had

surged to $2.22 trillion. Despite
recent slowing growth rates and a
decrease in the OIC’s share of global
FDI from 7.1% to 4.9%, the situa-
tion may well recover in the future.
The majority of FDI is accumulated
by Saudi Arabia, Indonesia, Malay-
sia, the UAE, and Kazakhstan. While
the bulk of investments in OIC coun-
tries originate from the West, key in-
vestors within the Islamic world include
the UAE, Qatar, Malaysia, Turkey,
and Kuwait?®.

As observed, the roster of Islamic
world nations pivotal in global trade
closely corresponds to the roster
of major investors and recipients
of Foreign Direct Investment (FDI).
The composition of these two lead-
ership groups could theoretically
undergo changes influenced by three
factors: the exacerbation and po-
liticization of the world food crisis,
heightening the polarization between
food exporters and importers; shifts
in the energy resource supply struc-
ture, deepening Europe’s reliance
on Middle Eastern suppliers who,
in turn, gain leverage to diversify
their exports; and, notably, transfor-
mations in the global transportation
and logistics landscape. These chang-
es predominantly trend southward,
elevating the importance of the three
aforementioned Islamic world areas
and particularly the states governing
critical transport routes.

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A recent illustrative instance is the
situation in the Red Sea, where at-
tacks by the Yemeni Ansarullah
movement precipitated a roughly
fifty percent reduction in cargo flow
through the Suez Canal. Overall,
the reconfiguration of global trans-
portation and logistics infrastructure
underscores the significance of in-
ternational corridors, with various
projects such as the North-South
corridor, the Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI), the India-KSA-Europe corri-
dor, and the Moroccan and Algerian
trans-Saharan projects, both comple-
mentary and competitive. It is evident
that should these projects material-
ize, predominantly traversing Islamic
world territories, they would redefine
the roles of individual states and en-
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tire regions. However, their realiza-
tion encounters significant challeng-
es, including inadequate infrastruc-
ture development, the imperative

of fostering effective collaboration
between customs authorities of in-
volved nations, low levels of trust,
and military-political risks.

Finally, the fifth global challenge,
albeit less fundamental in nature
compared to those described above,
may nonetheless prove critically sig-
nificant in the medium term. This
pertains to the shocks experienced
by the global economy in the early
2020s, which could potentially lead
to its deceleration and structural
shifts. Currently, the growth rates
of the global economy continue
to decline: from 3.5% in 2022, they

fell to 3.0% in 2023 and, according

to IMF forecasts, will decrease further
to 2.9% in 2024. While significant
declines are observed in the United
States and developed Asian countries,
regions such as Central Asia, the Mid-
dle East, and tropical Africa still
exhibit growth rates, ranging from
2.0 to 3.4% in the former 2 and from
3.3t0 4%’ in the latter. However, this
growth is somewhat less pronounced
in the Eurozone.

As noted by the Russian economist
L.M. Grigoryev, the increasing uncer-
tainty in global economic development
and the acceleration of the «carousel»
of the global cycle® may lead, on the
one hand, to a rise in social inequality
and dissatisfaction in developed coun-
tries, where the decline in growth rates

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is most pronounced, and on the other
hand, to the deepening of economic
crises in the poorest countries in the
world. For the Islamic world, whose
aggregate GDP grew from $19.9 tril-
lion in 2019 to $26.3 trillion in 2023,
a significant consequence of this

is the deepening inequality between
the wealthiest and the poorest states.
While the former have the oppor-
tunity for economic advancement,
the latter, conversely, are particularly
vulnerable. Paradoxically, the risks
of development increase for both
groups of states. While the poorest
countries will be forced to contend
with growing social dissatisfaction,
the most successful ones will need
to adapt their political development
to changing economic conditions.

The list of the largest and fast-
est-growing economies within the OIC
includes Turkey, Indonesia, Egypt, Sau-
di Arabia, Bangladesh, Iran, Pakistan,
Nigeria, Malaysia, Uganda, Kazakh-
stan, Algeria, and Uzbekistan. It can
be observed that some states from this
list—-Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Pakistan—
do not belong to any of the previously
highlighted economic centers of the
Islamic world. This suggests that in the
future, its internal «2.5-core» or «2-3-
core» configuration may change with
the emergence of another, fourth cen-
ter—the Eurasian one.

The combination of these factors
allows for the following conclusions,
which are crucial for the future of the
entire Islamic world:

1. The evolution of the roles
of ecology, cyber and information se-
curity, as well as robotics, and the ne-
cessity of strengthening strategic au-
tonomy, can be considered the most
important common challenges facing
OIC states.

2. The current widening gap be-
tween stable and fragile states,

food and energy resource exporters
and importers, and states deeply inte-
grated into global economic networks
versus those on the periphery of the
global economy, intensifies the criti-
cality of the situation.

3. Alongside the actual polariza-
tion, conditions are being created
for increasing connectivity within
the Islamic world on information-
al, intellectual, and cultural levels,
which could contribute to both par-
tial reduction of imbalances and the
emergence of new threats.

4. Conditions are being created
to explore new models of political or-
ganization within the Islamic world,
strengthen its common institutions,
and expand their functions.

5. The ongoing rise of OIC states
in global politics and economics
is accompanied by a complexity in the
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internal structure of the Islamic
world. In addition to the two existing
economic centers, as noted earlier,
the Middle Eastern and Southeast
Asian, there is the emerging African
center, and possibly the Eurasian one.
The strengthening economic posi-
tions of states such as Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, and Pakistan indicate
this trend.

Northern Eurasia -
A New Center of the
Islamic World?

The gradual emergence of the Eur-
asian component within the OIC as an
independent economic center of the
Islamic world prompts consideration
of possible mechanisms for its further
development and interaction with
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neighboring regions. It appears that
various projects of international co-
operation and integration, receiving
a new impulse for development to-
day, could serve as such mechanisms.
Their implementation already allows
for the identification of the Northern
Eurasia region as a distinct entity,
playing a unique role in the formation
of the «Greater Eurasia» project, the re-
alization of which, in turn, provides

an additional basis for the formation
of institutional frameworks for the
Global South concept.

It is notable that Muslim-majority
states play a distinctive role in all these
initiatives aimed at uniting countries
of the Global South, thereby indicating
an increased influence of the Islamic
world not only through OIC frameworks
but also through alternative mecha-
nisms of international cooperation.

Within the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU),

a pivotal organization aimed at economic integration
across Eurasia and largely setting the organizational
framework for the concept of Northern Eurasia,

two out of its Five participants are nations with

a predominant Muslim population, with Russia
hosting a significant Muslim population as well.

For example, within the BRICS «de-
cade,» several «established» members
of the alliance possess significant
Muslim populations: India boasts
over a quarter billion Muslims, Rus-
sia exceeds 20 million individuals,
and China has a comparable num-
ber. Moreover, four out of the five
new members-UAE, Saudi Arabia,
Egypt, Iran-are nations with an over-
whelming majority of Muslim inhabi-
tants, while Ethiopia’s Muslim popu-
lation ranges from 30% to 50%.

Within the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization, three out of its five
member states—Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz-
stan, and Tajikistan—-belong to the
Islamic world, while the remaining
two host sizable Muslim communi-
ties.

Moreover, within the Eurasian Eco-
nomic Union (EAEU), a pivotal organi-
zation aimed at economic integration
across Eurasia and largely setting
the organizational framework for the
concept of Northern Eurasia, two out
of its five participants are nations with
a predominant Muslim population,
with Russia hosting a significant Mus-
lim population as well. Additionally,
Russia’s status as an observer state
in the OIC and the geographic con-
centration of its Muslim population
within its federal subjects located
in the North Caucasus and Volga-Ural
regions contribute to its Muslim iden-
tity within the framework of interac-
tion with other EAEU members.

It’s noteworthy that several of the
challenges facing the Islamic world find
effective responses within the Eurasian
Economic Union (EAEU). Primarily,
this pertains to issues of strategic
autonomy, resource imbalances,
and emerging security concerns.

As noted by the Prime Minister
of Russia, M.V. Mishustin®, the EAEU

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ranks first globally in oil production!®,
second in natural gas extraction

and fertilizer production, and third

in wheat, potato, and livestock
production. EAEU member states

are fully self-sufficient in energy re-
sources, including oil, gas, and elec-
tricity. They also supply themselves
with vegetable oil, grain, mutton,

and pork, with plans for complete
self-sufficiency in meat and poultry
eggs in the near future. These states
are establishing a unified transport
and logistics space, industrial cooper-
ation frameworks, and technological
development strategies, transitioning
gradually to long-term strategic plan-
ning and presenting a shared agenda
for all Eurasian region countries. This
ambitious task is set to be enshrined
in several programmatic documents,
including the Declaration on Further
Development of Integration Process-
es within the EAEU until 2030 and
the «Eurasian Economic Path» project
planned until 2045.

Upon closer examination of the inte-
gration processes in Northern Eurasia,
it becomes evident that the Caspian
subregion occupies a central position

in them, which until recently had been
a constant source of contention for the
littoral states. As noted by the Rus-

ation in the Caspian region can be di-
vided into stages «before» and «after»
February 2022.

During the initial stage, develop-
ments in the region followed the es-
tablished norms that emerged in the

Eurasian integration fFormats

years following the dissolution of the
Soviet Union. The negotiating process
of the «Caspian Five» on the legal
status of the Caspian Sea concluded
in 2018 with the signing of the Con-
vention on the Legal Status of the
Caspian Sea. This agreement outlined
the fundamental principles for the
subsequent development of relations
among the Caspian littoral states,
addressing issues of regional devel-
opment, conditions for laying major
pipelines along the Caspian seabed,
and security concerns, which became
crucial for Moscow. While the docu-
ment did not fully resolve all contra-
dictions among the Caspian littoral
states, it provided a legal framework
for their interaction. The constructive
discussions on prospective routes

for hydrocarbon exports to external
markets, navigation, port manage-
ment, and military affairs were prom-
ising.

However, after February 2022, when
Russia’s relations with the West sharp-
ly deteriorated, the situation in the
Caspian region began to change rapid-
ly, as did the policies of several Caspian
littoral states. This posed a challenge

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for Moscow to find new approaches

to achieving its political goals without
allowing the presence of external forces
in the region.

Since the 1990s, Western states
have been actively promoting alterna-
tive routes for the export of hydrocar-
bon resources in the Caspian region,
routes that do not pass through Rus-
sian territory. Some of these routes,
such as the Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan
oil pipeline and the Baku-Tbilisi-Er-
zurum gas pipeline, were implement-
ed, while others were not. At the fore-
front of these efforts were Western
states, particularly the United States
and EU countries, who persistent-
ly promoted the idea of building
trans-Caspian pipelines running from
Turkmenistan and Kazakhstan across
the Caspian Sea to Azerbaijan. This
was intended to be a powerful tool
for influencing the policies of the
Caspian littoral states.

By enticing Caspian littoral coun-
tries with prospects of expanding
military and political contacts, West-
ern players also sought to weaken
their political relations with Russia.
Some Caspian littoral states, as noted
by our colleagues studying the situa-
tion, «<welcomed the activity of West-
ern countries, seeing opportunities
to garner their support, create con-
ditions for attracting investments.
Non-regional states were seen as at-
tractive partners, with hopes pinned
on them for solving economic prob-
lems»'2.

Meanwhile, according to observa-
tions by L. Ravandi-Fadai, «the de-
velopment of Russia’s trade and eco-
nomic cooperation with Caspian litto-
ral states occurred against the back-
drop of increasing competition
among the Caspian ‘five’ countries

in the field of goods transportation.
All Caspian littoral states modernized
their infrastructure, allowing for in-
creased volumes of cargo shipments
within the region. At the same time,
Caspian littoral states made efforts
to more actively participate in global
infrastructure projects. In particular,
they were drawn to the project of de-
livering goods from China to the Eu-
ropean market»!3,

The outlined scenario naturally
amplifies the importance of the Cas-
pian region for Moscow. The Concept
of the Foreign Policy of the Russian
Federation, released in March 2023,
underscores «strengthening coop-
eration in the Caspian Sea zone,
premised on the exclusive com-
petence of the five Caspian litto-
ral states in resolving all issues
concerning this region.»'* As part
of this strategy, in December 2023,
the Caspian littoral states issued

measures in the military domain
within the Caspian Sea's.

All of this demonstrates that
the Caspian region is evolving into
a crucial connecting link, binding
together Greater Eurasia, and thus
attracting special attention not only
from all regional but also global
actors. One of the most significant
integration projects being imple-
mented here is likely the North-South
transport corridor involving Russia.
Its route: Volga River — Caspian Sea —
Iran - India with a possible branch
to the Persian Gulf and the Mediter-
ranean Sea. The launch of this corri-
dor, although fraught with numerous
economic, logistical, and purely
technical challenges, has nonethe-
less already led to sustained growth
in Russia’s trade turnover with part-
ner states.!® The decrease in Russia’s
trade turnover with Iran by more
than 17%!7 in 2023, as mentioned

a joint statement, indicating that
they «direct the High-Level Work-
ing Group on Caspian Sea Issues
(HLWG) to maximize the frequency
of meetings, preferably no less than
once per quarter in 2024, aiming

to expedite the finalization of the
coordination of the draft Agreement
on the Methodology for Establishing
Direct Baselines in the Caspian Sea.»
Furthermore, discussions revolved
around intensifying the negotiation
process to draft a five-party treaty
on coordinated confidence-building

by S.S. Zhiltsov, cannot be considered
symptomatic — during the previous
stage, the sharp increase in trade
volumes was linked to the food crisis
of 2022 and was of an extraordinary
nature.

Moreover, in the context of the de-
velopment of Russian-Iranian relations,
this corridor takes on special signifi-
cance. Moreover, Russian-Iranian re-
lations themselves become particularly
weighty in the context of the conjunc-
tion of Northern Eurasia and the Islam-
ic world.

The second corridor will open up the space

of Central Siberia with its vast resource, food,

and industrial potentials, by laying «a railway and an
energy bridge from the Krasnoyarsk Krai and Altai
through Tuva and Mongolia to Western and Central
China, connecting with the Chinese trade route

to Central Asia».

As noted by the prominent Iranian
researcher Jahangir Karami'®, Russia’s
and Iran’s approaches to the region-
al situation in Central Asia and the
Caucasus have been quite similar over
the past decades: both sides have
been concerned about the expansion
of influence by Western governments
and institutions and the spread of ex-
tremism and terrorism. This shared
understanding of the situation laid
the groundwork for strong cooper-
ation, most notably demonstrated
in joint actions that contributed
to establishing peace in Tajikistan
from 1992 to 1996 and in confront-
ing threats from Afghanistan from
1996 to 2001. Bilateral agreements
on fishing, navigation, environmental
protection, and security in the Cas-
pian Sea, followed by the aforemen-
tioned Convention; the North-South
corridor agreement; Iran’s observer
status in the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization (SCO) since 2005 and
full membership since 2021; the trade
agreement with the Eurasian Eco-
nomic Union (EAEU) in 2019; and the
Free Trade Agreement in 2023 have

set the main institutional and legal
framework for cooperation.

According to the decisions made
during the seventeenth meeting
of the Russian-Iranian Commission
on Trade and Economic Cooperation
in February 2024, Moscow and Tehran
are currently satisfied with the op-
eration of the railway communica-
tion along the North-South corridor
and are ready to take a series of mea-
sures to intensify the construction
of the Rasht-Astara railway and to
make efforts to remove existing bar-
riers both in bilateral traffic and in
transit shipments through Iran.

To this end, they have agreed to con-
tinue exploring the possibilities of es-
tablishing a multinational logistics
company and to support the initia-
tive to create transport and logistics
centers in free and special economic
zones in the territory of the Islamic
Republic of Iran.

The agreements reached also
include cooperation at the interre-
gional level. For instance, following
the agreements made during the visit
of the President of the Republic of Ta-

tarstan to Iran in February 2024,
both sides expressed support for the
development of trade, economic, cul-
tural, scientific, technical, tourist,
and healthcare relations between
the Republic of Tatarstan, Russia,
and the province of Isfahan, Iran. They
emphasized the necessity of preparing
a roadmap for such cooperation.
However, despite the importance
of the North-South corridor and the
Russian-Iranian trade and economic
ties associated with its operation,
as noted by domestic researchers,
unlocking the potential of continen-
tal Russia and Central Asia requires
the creation of two additional logistics
corridors. As explained by the au-
thors of the publication «Eurasianism:
A Common Vision,» the first corri-
dor will connect the north of Russia
and the industrial Ural region with
India and Pakistan via Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, and Af-
ghanistan. It is envisaged to es-
tablish a seamless railway system,
modernize and expand the road
network, and create an energy cor-
ridor. The second corridor will open
up the space of Central Siberia with
its vast resource, food, and industrial
potentials, by laying «a railway and an
energy bridge from the Krasnoyarsk
Krai and Altai through Tuva and Mon-
golia to Western and Central China,
connecting with the Chinese trade
route to Central Asia»'°. The benefits
of this new continental land logistics
are evident: it reduces transportation
distances and hence time, optimizes
transport flows, and provides security
along the inland routes and the North-
ern Sea Route, especially compared
to the instability in the Malacca, Bab-el-
Mandeb, and Strait of Hormuz regions,
as well as the Suez Canal. Additionally,
the new logistics can ensure techno-
logical digital sovereignty and security
for partners, as affirmed by the authors
of the aforementioned publication.

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These integration projects
in Northern Eurasia, partially realized
and partially planned, objectively
contribute to strengthening the posi-
tion of the Islamic world in the inter-
national relations system, intensify-
ing Russia’s ties with OIC countries,
and enhancing the role of Russian
regions traditionally associated with
Islam in global economic relations.
Another project that should be added
to these initiatives is the Organiza-
tion of Turkic States (OTS).

As noted by the Deputy Head of the
Secretariat of the Deputy Prime Min-
ister of the Russian Federation, F.V.
Chernitsyn, «Now, two similar inte-
gration associations have appeared
on the map of Eurasia - the EAEU
and the OTS - with identical agendas
for economic, customs, transporta-
tion, logistics, industrial, and human-
itarian cooperation. It turns out that
two paths are open to us: to compete
or to cooperate. I think that compe-
tition is not beneficial for the sover-
eign states of the two Eurasian asso-
ciations. Wouldn’t it be better to con-
sider options for cooperation between
the EAEU and the OTS?»%

Thus, it can be seen that integra-
tion projects in Northern Eurasia, re-
lated to the development of coopera-
tion in the Caspian subregion, the ex-
pansion of multilateral formats with-
in the SCO, EAEU, the North-South
corridor coupled with the Chinese
BRI project, and initiatives within
the OTS, not only contribute to in-
tensifying international cooperation
in one of the world’s regions but also
play a significant role in shaping
a new global governance.

It is not difficult to notice that
these projects, firstly, contribute
to the formation of a fundamentally
new logic of international relations,
both political and economic. Within
this framework, the course towards
overt competition between key cen-

ters of power is replaced by a course
of cooperation and complementar-
ity, which, however, does not ne-
gate the strategic autonomy of the
participating states and is aimed
at strengthening the sovereignty
of the entire region as a whole.
Secondly, these projects serve
as instruments for the concurrent
development of other, more globally
oriented formats of international in-
teraction. Implemented at different
levels — bilateral (Russia-Iran), sub-
regional (Caspian), regional (North-
South, EAEU, BRI, OTS, etc.), they si-
multaneously contribute to strength-
ening ties between Northern Eurasia,
the Islamic world, and the Global
South as a whole.

played by ASEAN initiatives in South-
east Asia and those of the African
Union in Africa.

Lastly, fifthly, the implementation
of these initiatives holds promise
in eliciting effective responses from
the Islamic world to the most acute
challenges of contemporary times.
Notably, issues surrounding resource
provisioning, scientific and techno-
logical collaboration, environmental
sustainability, security, strategic
autonomy, sovereignty, and the aug-
mentation of trade and economic
linkages take precedence in the afore-
mentioned endeavors.

It is evident that with further ad-
vancement, these undertakings have
the potential to usher in a funda-

The proposition of such a system not only
serves the broader global interests of humanity
but also resonates harmoniously with Islamic
principles regarding global governance.

Thirdly, these projects objectively
contribute to strengthening the sub-
jectivity of the Eurasian core of the
Islamic world, which is fully capa-
ble of complementing other already
formed or actively forming economic
centers within it - the Southeast
Asian, Middle Eastern, and African.
In this regard, the participation
of Muslim regions of the Russian
Federation in international projects
proves to be particularly important.

Fourthly, these endeavors can serve
as crucial catalysts in fostering in-
teraction between the Islamic world
and other global cultural and civi-
lizational entities, akin to the roles

mentally novel configuration of the
international relations framework.
This framework would not be root-
ed in the identification of a finite
number of geographically bound
centers of power, as commonly per-
ceived in discussions surrounding
a multipolar or polycentric world.
Instead, it would entail the estab-
lishment of a multifaceted multi-
level networked interaction system.
The proposition of such a system
not only serves the broader global
interests of humanity but also res-
onates harmoniously with Islamic
principles regarding global gover-
nance.

— The future, no matter how distant
it may seem, is actually very close, and it
is necessary to start preparing for to-
morrow today. That is why the UAE
is taking decisive steps to diversify
its economy, enhance its resilience,
and open up new opportunities. In pur-
suit of these goals, a series of strate-
gic projects and initiatives have been
launched as part of the «Projects 50,»
which will lay the groundwork for the
next stage of development both domes-
tically and internationally, reflecting
the UAE’s ambition to become a hub
for global investment and economic
innovation.

By 2031, the UAE plans to increase
the volume of non-oil goods exports
by 800 billion dirhams, aiming to enter
the list of the top 10 most advanced
countries developing new technologies
and attracting highly skilled experts.

built as part of the national
project «Modernization of Transport Infra-
structure», claims Vyacheslav Petushenko,
Chairman of the Board of Directors of Avt-
odor Group. The key components of the
highway include three unique bridges:
a cable-stayed bridge over the Oka River,
a monolithic bridge over the Sura River,

and the longest, three-kilometer bridge
over the Volga River in Tatarstan. In to-

tal, 315 bridge structures have been built
along the stretch from Moscow to Kazan.
Additionally, there are 19 interchanges

at intersections with federal and regional
highways, mandatory pedestrian crossings,
and, of course, the road surface itself, a four
to six-lane highway built using «indestruc-
tible» technology.

Now it’s easy to cover the 810 kilometers
from Moscow to Kazan in just six and a half
hours — with no traffic lights or intersec-
tions on the highway. The journey between
the two capitals would take twice as long
on the outdated M-7 «Volga» highway. How-
ever, the benefits of the M-12 extend beyond
Moscow and Kazan. The new road connects
the Moscow, Vladimir, Nizhny Novgorod re-
gions, the Chuvash Republic, and Tatarstan.

The Dream Highway
and Bridge to the Future

The best way to appreciate all the bene-
fits of this miraculous highway is, of course,
to experience it firsthand. The President
of Tatarstan, Rustam Minnikhanov, took
aride on the new road a day before its of-
ficial opening and, judging by his reaction,
he was thoroughly impressed.

«I have never seen such a road-it’s
awhole different level, a different country,»
emotionally exclaimed the head of the
republic. «I visited all four service stations,
refueled-everything is well thought out.
Automatic payment also works. Everything
is top-notch!»

It’s worth noting that the head of the
republic was once a professional racing
driver who personally tested a vast
number of roads, both good and di-

verse. So, his opinion carries significant
weight. Surely, it was his emotional
account of the highway at the Decem-
ber opening ceremony (which was held
via video link) that prompted the coun-
try’s President to admit, «I envy you,
and I hope to someday drive on this
highway too.»

However, it’s been almost six months
since such a journey has been available
to anyone interested, after Vladimir Putin,
with his brief farewell, «Godspeed!»—-al-
lowed traffic to commence on the entire
length of the M-12 «East.»

Symbolically, the continuous traffic along
the entire new highway started near Kazan,

next to the new bridge over the Volga River.
This bridge is the most grandiose structure
along the entire 800-kilometer stretch,
utilizing future technologies in its construc-
tion.

However, to truly grasp the scale and pace
of the project, there’s no need to delve
into technological intricacies. Let’s just
compare. The bridge on the M-12 «East»
highway was built in two and a half years.
Meanwhile, another, smaller and simpler
bridge over the Volga, near the village
of Zaymishche near Kazan, took eight years
to complete.

A Triumph of Unique
Technologies

There are quite a few unique structures
along the M-12 «East» highway. Among
those built in Tatarstan, the bridge over
the Sviyaga River stands out. It’s not just
because the 1.3-kilometer-long structure
rests on seven massive pillars ranging from
21 to 36 meters in height, but also because
the complexity of the terrain prompted
builders to employ a clever technology,
allowing construction time to be reduced

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by one and a half times. The main sig-
nificance lies in the fact that the bridge
connects relatively remote areas, making
it possible to reach them from the capital
of Tatarstan as quickly as one would reach
a suburban area of Kazan.

Many of the benefits of the new highway
are unlikely to be noticed by the average
driver traveling at the permitted speed
of 110 kilometers per hour. For instance,
the seven wildlife overpasses and four
tunnels underneath the road, construct-
ed within just a 142-kilometer stretch
in Tatarstan, may go unnoticed. However,
these are essential components of modern
highways, which are finally emerging in our
region. Wildlife overpasses and tunnels en-
sure the safe passage of animals, preventing
them from venturing onto the highway
at inopportune moments and averting
potential accidents. Similarly, the 270 kilo-
meters of fencing serve the same purpose,
preventing both animals and reckless pe-
destrians from accessing the road.

Moreover, the M-12 «East» boasts
state-of-the-art water treatment facil-
ities: collected road runoff undergoes
five stages of purification. There are bio-
mats—geotextile materials embedded
with grass seeds—that germinate and se-

curely reinforce slopes, protecting them
from erosion. The highway is illuminated
along its entire length. It features ele-
vated pedestrian crossings at all nec-
essary points and a complete absence

of intersections. Lastly, it incorporates
special structural markings that, when
necessary, alert drivers if they are veering
out of their lane.

The road surface, perfectly smooth, is a
separate story altogether. It was executed
according to the new Russian state standard
(GOST), based on the American Superpave
technology-Superior Performance Pave-
ments. This technology enables the creation
of a true superhighway. Before any major
repairs are needed, such a road is expect-
ed to serve for 24 years, and for routine
maintenance, not less than 12 years. It’s
worth noting: we're talking about the road
base- the top layer of asphalt is expected
to be replaced as needed. However, the as-
phalt on the M-12 is undoubtedly stronger
and more durable than usual, so there’s
no need to worry about developing ruts here.

Onward to Tyumen!

Today, millions of drivers have already
tested the entire stretch of the highway
from Moscow to Kazan. And it’s not just
the road but also its organic compo-
nent—the multifunctional zones «Rest,
then Refuel.» Cafes, hotels, rest areas with
showers, modern gas stations, and even
prayer rooms—all of these are becoming
familiar services on the toll highway, just
like the distance-based toll payment system
«Free Flow» without a single toll booth.

Today, after breakfast and a morning
stroll along the Kazanka River embankment,
you can leisurely drive on the perfect con-
crete of Nizhny Novgorod and have lunch
somewhere along the pedestrian Pokrovka
Street. And then, another three to four hours
of comfortable driving, and the ruby stars
of the Kremlin will be shining for you.

And this is just the beginning. On April
21,2021, during his address to the Federal
Assembly of the Russian Federation, Pres-
ident Vladimir Putin announced the allo-
cation of funds from the National Wealth
Fund for the construction of the high-speed
highway Moscow — Kazan, and for the first
time, he also mentioned the need to extend
it to Yekaterinburg. Several months later,
the head of state revealed at a major press
conference that, in the future, the M-12
could be extended to Tyumen. These
ambitious plans are being successfully



implemented today. Already this year,

the high-speed highway will reach Yekat-
erinburg- the bypasses being constructed
in Naberezhnye Chelny and Nizhnekamsk,
along with the bridge over the Kama River
in Tatarstan, will become part of it. And by
2025, the federal highway M-12 «East» will
connect Moscow, Kazan, Yekaterinburg,
and Tyumen, with a total length of 1980 ki-
lometers. This will become one of the main
sections of the international transport route
«Russia.»

Just over a decade ago, Chinese President
Xi Jinping announced the launch of the
global initiative «Belt and Road Initiative»
and the creation of the Europe — West China
transportation corridor within its frame-
work. At that time, this idea seemed very
distant and perhaps even unattainable.
However, ten years have passed, and the
rapid construction of the high-speed high-
way M-12 «East,» which is part of the in-
ternational transport route «Europe — West
China,» has shown that political will, com-
bined with the potential of the domestic
economy, can solve tasks of any complexity.

A key factor in economic
expansion

It’s well-known that the development
of transportation networks is a powerful
driver of economic growth. What advan-
tages does the new M-12 «East» highway
offer us? By connecting Central Russia
with the Volga region (and eventually
with the Urals and Siberia), it provides fast
and safe delivery of goods in the eastern
direction and back. Experts emphasize that
this applies not only to domestic cargo
transportation but also to international
routes, including those to Kazakhstan,
Central Asia, and China. It’s no coincidence
that immediately after the launch of traf-
fic along the entire stretch from Moscow
to Kazan, several retailers announced
the redirection of part of their cargo trans-
portation to the new highway.

Another benefit that began to yield re-
sults even during the construction phase
of the high-speed highway is the increased
demand from investors for construction
services essentially across all regions.

This provided an impulse for further de-

velopment of the construction industry.
Additionally, there has been noted growth
in the logistics sector for understandable
reasons: the cargo flow on the M-12 «East»
is increasing, and by 2030, it is expected
to surpass 50 million tons per year.

It’s worth noting that the system
of phased commissioning of sections
of the highway during its construction
also contributed to the increased investor
activity in the regions. For example, in the
Vladimir region, an influx of investments
was recorded even before the opening
of traffic to Kazan, as the M-12 reached
this region by the end of 2022. A similar
trend was observed in some urban districts
of the Moscow region, whose transporta-
tion accessibility was improved by the first
section of the M-12 from the Moscow Ring
Road to Orekhovo-Zuyevo, which entered
into operation in September 2022.

The importance of road safety doesn’t
need justification, even if it’s challenging
to measure it with immediate economic
calculations. However, the implementation
of the M-12 «East» project is forecasted to re-
duce mortality and injuries along the high-
way corridor by three and a half times.

Finally, the M-12 «East» highway acts
as a powerful engine for tourism advance-
ment. The ancient Orthodox churches
of Vladimir and Suzdal, the Muslim shrines
of Great Bulgar, the invaluable cultural
treasures. of the Volga and Ural peoples,
forest trails, unique lakes, and rivers—all
the riches our country boasts—are now clos-
er and more accessible.

INVESTMENTS IN THE PROJECT ARE ESTIMATED TO REACH

he intergovernmental pact, inked

in 2000, to forge a multimodal

passage for both cargo and trav-
elers from the regal expanse of Saint
Petersburg to the bustling port of Mum-
bai, was a testament to the collaborative
vision shared by Russia, India, and Iran.
Initially hailed as a beacon of potential,
this new conduit promised to quicken
the pace of goods from the rich lands
of India, Iran, and the Persian Gulf, cours-
ing seamlessly into the heart of Russia
and beyond, into the welcoming embrace
of European nations. However, amidst

the grandeur of its conception, technical
hurdles hindered its full realization. Yet,
as the world’s landscape shifted, so did
the fortunes of this venture. Once consid-
ered merely an alternative, the «North-
South» passageway emerged as a pivotal
route, igniting new paths towards prog-
ress and prosperity.

«Three Routes,
One Path»

Today, the «North-South» unfolds like
a tale of three distinct journeys: the East-
ern, the Trans-Caspian, and the Western.

The Eastern path, a blend of road and rail,
winds its way through the vast landscapes
of Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan, be-

fore finally embracing Iran’s welcoming
shores (or alternatively, weaving through
the realms of Kazakhstan, Uzbeki-

stan, and Turkmenistan). Meanwhile,

the Trans-Caspian route paints a maritime
canvas, sailing from Russian ports such

as Astrakhan, Olya, and Makhachkala

to the tranquil harbors of Iran and Turk-
menistan. As for the Western passage,

it embarks from Astrakhan, Makhachkala,
and Samur, crossing the Azerbaijani ex-

panse until reaching the border station

at Astara, where it continues its poetic

journey into the heart of Iran, to Resht.

to Astara, can only be deemed as fateful.

HOW SPECIAL ECONOMIC ZONES
ARE DEVELOPING IN RUSSIA

THIS YEAR MARKS THE 19TH ANNIVERSARY SINCE RUSSIA INTRODUCED A SPECIAL LAW REGULATING THE ACTIVITIES
OF FREE ECONOMIC ZONES, OF WHICH THERE ARE CURRENTLY 50 IN THE COUNTRY. WHAT DO THE MOST SUCCESSFUL
ONES ENTAIL?

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Drawing in investments
and birthing fresh
job landscapes

Through 19 years of operation within
the special economic zones (SEZ), 1128
residents have left their mark, among
them over 123 enterprises infused
with foreign capital from 36 nations.
Across this epoch, a grand sum near-
ing 6 trillion rubles has been pledged
in investment, with over 989 billion
rubles already invested. Over 66 thou-
sand job oases have sprouted (with
aspirations to nurture 184 thousand),

while approximately 368 billion rubles
have danced into the coffers through
taxes, customs duties, and insurance
contributions. Each SEZ enclave boasts
brand-new, state-of-the-art infrastruc-
ture, a testament to progress unfurling
its vibrant tapestry.

In 2023, the special economic zones
welcomed 177 new residents, setting
an all-time record that soared 36 units
higher than the previous year. Through-
out the first three quarters of the pre-
ceding year, private investments surged
to 339 billion rubles, a remarkable leap

from the modest 197 billion rubles re-
corded for the entirety of 2022. By the
close of 2022, the state had recouped
all expenditures incurred by the SEZ,
with today’s accrued positive impact
on the budget estimated at over 55 bil-
lion rubles.

Special economic zones are territories
endowed by the state with unique legal
status and economic benefits to attract
both Russian and foreign investors
into industries prioritized by Russia.
The creation of special economic zones
addresses one of the state’s primary
objectives — attracting investments
and creating new job opportunities.
Moreover, these zones typically employ
cutting-edge technologies in the pro-
duction of goods and services, foster
the development of export bases, ad-
dress import substitution challenges,
and facilitate the testing of new meth-
ods of management and labor organi-
zation.

For businesses and investors,
the United Arab Emirates beckon with
a treasure trove of competitive advan-
tages. Here, they encounter minimal
administrative hurdles, tax incentives,
and customs privileges

Manufacturers of the
Future

Annually, Russia unveils a canvas
of investment allure, featuring a tap-
estry of special economic zones (SEZs).
In the previous year, this gallery show-
cased 32 SEZs hailing from 26 regions
across the nation.

Capturing the spotlight in third place
was Innopolis, a technopreneurial haven
nestled in Tatarstan. Designed to nur-
ture the IT industry, Innopolis boasts
a talent hub that scours the nation
and CIS countries for skilled individuals.
Moreover, Innopolis University stands
as a forge, shaping specialists hand
in hand with IT enterprises.

During the past year, 60 new compa-
nies joined its ranks, surpassing all pre-
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vious records. Their collective revenue
soared to nearly 50 billion rubles.

Taking the runner-up spot in the
ranking is «Dubna» from the Moscow
region - boasting the highest number
of resident companies. As one of the
oldest SEZs with its own free trade zone,
it sits adjacent to Science City, where
research on the fundamental properties
of matter, development, and production
of rocket technology, and control sys-
tems for nuclear power plants are con-
ducted. The SEZ was established to bol-
ster Russia’s presence in global markets
for high-tech products and refine
concentration mechanisms in modern
conditions.

And taking the helm in this catego-
ry is «Technopolis Moscow,» proudly
proclaiming itself as «where the future
is crafted.» The majority of resident
projects here are dedicated to building
technological sovereignty. Some of them
are united under recently established
high-tech clusters in pharmaceuticals,
photonics, and electric vehicle manufac-
turing. The output of these enterprises
yields high added value and swiftly
paves the way for entrepreneurial initia-
tives, collaborative ventures, innovative
enterprises, and the formation of com-
plete production chains.

Across Skies and Fields:
From Planes to Tractors
In the realm of industrial-produc-
tion type SEZs, the trio is completed
by the port zone of «Ulyanovsk.» Among
its many assets are aviation hangars
for technical maintenance, repair, cus-
tomization, and painting of aircraft.
«Ulyanovsk» is ideal for both manu-
facturing and logistical projects, as it
offers a spectrum of transportation
services including automotive, railway,
air, and river transport, all conveniently
located nearby. Leveraging its status,
the SEZ facilitates wholesale trade
and provides opportunities for re-ex-
porting goods.

Claiming the second spot is the
SEZ «Lipetsk» — one of the pioneers
in the country. Over the years, it has
welcomed 59 residents with invest-
ments totaling over 219 billion rubles.
These residents have created approx-
imately 5,400 jobs, predominantly
high-productivity roles. The spectrum

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of production is diverse, ranging from
the recent establishment of a complex
for animal feed import substitution

to the manufacturing of medical and en-
ergy equipment, elements and systems
of alternative energy, and automotive
components. Moreover, plans are under-
way for the revival of tractor production
in collaboration with Belarusian part-
ners.

And leading the pack among indus-
trial-production type SEZs is «Alabuga»
from Tatarstan. It began its journey
back in 1998, thanks to local legislation,
before transitioning to the broader
federal framework of Russia. The com-
pany’s motto, «<We nurture industry
for the well-being of people, creating
the world’s finest infrastructure,» rings
true. Indeed, the zone not only attracts
investors of global renown by offering
the best operating conditions but also
fosters an excellent environment for the
work, study, and leisure of its own em-
ployees.

According to the assessment
by the Ministry of Economic Devel-
opment of the Russian Federation
in 2022, the SEZ «Alabuga» reigns
supreme across 20 absolute and rel-
ative quantitative indicators. With-
in the zone, over 30 unique import
substitution productions stand tall
as leaders in their respective fields.
Approximately 60 residents operate
within its borders, with total invest-
ments reaching 166 billion rubles.
The revenue generated by residents
in 2023 surpassed 151 billion rubles.
And within the SEZ, 11 thousand indi-
viduals toil, shaping a landscape of in-
novation and prosperity.

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he car made its debut in May

2018. President Vladimir Putin

arrived at the Kremlin for the
inauguration, riding in a command-
ing yet refined Aurus limousine. Even
though many of the car’s features
remained undisclosed at that time,
experts deduced early on: the 6840-cen-
timeter-long limousine stood as the
largest executive-class car globally.

Showcase at the Geneva
Motor Show

In that same year, Aurus made
its first official presentation to the
general public, showcasing its prima-
ry capabilities at the Geneva Motor
Show. The executive sedan Aurus Sen-
at S600 and the formidable armored

limousine Aurus Senat L.700 were
unveiled. To describe the cars as im-
pressive would be an understatement.
In a report from the motor show,
the Czech publication Idnez acknowl-
edged, «Putin’s limousine, called Sen-
at, stands as one of the most visited
exhibits at the Geneva Motor Show.
The Rolls-Royce stand at the opposite
end of the Geneva Palexpo exhibition
center appears much more intimate
and modest in comparison.» The Polish
WRC remarked, «<Undoubtedly, the Rus-
sian ultra-luxury limousine, resembling
a fusion of Bentley and Rolls-Royce,
emerges as one of the primary at-
tractions at this year’s Geneva Motor
Show.»

The typically reserved Western
media and experts expressed notably
positive opinions regarding Russian
achievements. Among the remarkable
technological solutions highlighted
were a hybrid powertrain featuring
a 4.4-liter gasoline V8, a 9-speed auto-
matic transmission delivering a total
output of 600 hp to the wheels, and an
all-wheel-drive system. The potential
of the eight-cylinder engine was partic-
ularly emphasized, showcasing its capa-
bility to accelerate the nearly six-meter
Senat sedan to 100 km/h in six seconds
and cruise along the highway at a speed
of 250 km/h. Equally surprising was the
agility of the L70 limousine, weighing
almost seven tons (due to its armor),
and spanning about seven meters
in length, which managed to accelerate
to «hundreds» in nine seconds.

Technical specifications serve as com-
pelling arguments that cannot be ig-
nored. However, for skeptics, the only
area of doubt might have been specula-
tion about the feasibility of establishing
serial production of Aurus in Russia
in the near future. The initial limousine
of a Russian dealer and exhibition sam-
ples were all hand-assembled by devel-
opers at the experimental site.

Aurus in Yelabuga

Just three years later, the doubts
of skeptics were dispelled: serial pro-
duction of Aurus cars commenced
on May 31, 2021. State-of-the-art fa-
cilities were established at the Alabuga
special economic zone, with invest-
ments totaling $25 million allocated
for the assembly site, welding complex,
and the modernization of the painting
facility.

The President of Russia, while inau-
gurating the new enterprise via video
conference, underscored the signif-
icance of the event for the Russian
automobile industry and the domestic
sector as a whole. Firstly, for the first
time in Russian history, an entire line
of luxury cars was virtually created from
the ground up, including the design of a
modern unified platform and the estab-
lishment of a component base. Second-
ly, collaboration with leading automak-
ers and engineering centers in Europe
and Asia has facilitated the introduction
of unique solutions and technologies,
which undoubtedly will serve as a cat-
alyst for the advancement of Russia’s

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competitive auto industry and several
related sectors. Finally, from the onset
of mass production, Russian companies
have supplied approximately 70 percent
of the components for Aurus cars.

It’s evident that only those who ex-
perience driving it firsthand can truly
appreciate the vehicle crafted by NAMI
engineers and designers. Therefore,
the opinion of the Russian President
holds significant weight. Vladimir Putin
has no doubt that there will be demand
for these cars: «If there are cars, there
will be demand.»

At the opening of the plant in Yelabu-
ga, he stated, «As you know, I drive such
cars and have driven them myself many
times.

Aurus production in the Alabuga
SEZ is equipped with a capacity de-
signed to produce five thousand cars
per year. While executive-class cars
are customized goods, requiring numer-
ous operations to be performed manual-
ly, it’s important to clarify what «<manu-
ally» means in this context. When an as-
sembler secures a part, they may use
a wrench. However, the quality of the
operation is monitored and controlled

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by artificial intelligence, ensuring
that nuts are neither under-tightened
nor over-tightened. Strict multi-stage
quality control is implemented through-
out the production process. For in-
stance, the body undergoes meticulous
inspections to ensure tightness and wa-
ter resistance, as if it was a deep-sea
submarine rather than an automobile.
As of today, Aurus production has in-
troduced four models. Leading the line-
up is the Aurus Senat, the inaugural
limousine in this series. Described
by the manufacturers as a «secured
ultra-luxury sedan with an extended
wheelbase, exuding opulence and du-
rability-a new milestone in the realm
of executive automobiles.» Another
model in the lineup is the Aurus Senat
Long, described as «a lengthened ver-
sion of the sedan, seamlessly blending
a spacious interior, elegant design,
and superior functionality.» Then there
is this Aurus Senat: «the pioneering
Russian car featuring a distinctive set of
technical attributes, brought to life
by an international coalition of engi-
neers, and epitomizing the concept
of an innovative vehicle for the modern
age». Finally, another model is the lux-
urious Aurus Komendant. This marks

the debut of the first Russian luxury
SUV, embodying the essence of power,
delivering road mastery, and unparal-
leled driving enjoyment.

Gravitas, respectability,
comfort

Vadim Pereverzev, the chief designer
of the project, asserts, «Our cars inte-
grate all modern solutions, elevating
safety standards, driving dynamics,
and comfort to remarkable levels. In the
history of our automobile industry,
there has never been such a technically
intricate, flawless product.»

Naturally, following such assess-
ments, there arises a keen interest in ex-
ploring the cars further. Upon initial
examination, the original design imme-
diately captivates attention. Even a cur-
sory inspection reveals that these cars
are distinct entities, not merely a fusion
of Bentley and Rolls-Royce, as suggest-
ed by the Polish publication. However,
each Aurus produced today embodies
the global perception of premium cars
in its appearance. Solidity and respect-
ability characterize the design of Aurus.
The car’s exterior and capabilities ap-
pear to accentuate the qualities of its
owner: confidence and strength. How-
ever, it’s worth noting that the current
appearance of Aurus was not achieved
instantaneously, as acknowledged by its
creators.
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«At first, the shapes were futuristic»,
explains Yuri Chernenko, the proj-
ect’s chief designer. «However, after
consulting with clients, the design
veered towards a more classic aes-
thetic. The development of the vehicle
occurred under strict confidentiality.
After undergoing numerous itera-
tions and revisions, the design of the
car was finalized in its current ver-
sion.» The developers have accom-
plished a distinctive equilibrium in the
Aurus’s appearance, seamlessly meld-
ing power and elegance into the Senat
model’s imposing and unforgettable
silhouette.

Inside the luxurious Senat, you’ll find
a remarkable feature: no two interiors
are exactly alike-each one is tailored
to the preferences of the individual
customer. From the selection of interior
design and decorative elements to the
choice of veneer (utilizing exquisite
wood species) and colors, and even
down to details like threshold engraving
and seat headrest embroidery, every as-
pect of the car’s interior can be person-
alized. The options for customization
are extensive, including individualiza-
tion of multimedia settings and much
more.

Each model naturally possesses
its own distinct characteristics. In the
case of the Senat Long, comfort and lux-
ury are elevated by the extended length
of the interior, adorned with genuine
leather and precious wood. Additionally,
a practical feature such as a partition
is incorporated, providing VIP passen-
gers with privacy from service personnel
and ensuring confidentiality during
business negotiations.

In the Aurus Komendant, power
and dynamic attributes seamlessly
blend with a spacious interior and excel-
lent visibility, complemented by preci-
sion-designed components and a suite
of modern multimedia systems.

The Aurus Senat limousine, tailored
for state leaders, boasts a range of ad-

vantages, including a unique security
enclave, the specifics of which are un-
derstandably kept confidential for secu-
rity reasons.

According to the developers, this Rus-
sian limousine stands as the sole luxury
car globally that was initially conceptu-
alized in an armored iteration.

Perfectly-tailored power

The various Aurus models are unified
by a common technological foundation,
particularly the engine, which was col-
laboratively developed by an interna-
tional team of engineers, delivering un-
paralleled dynamic performance across
the lineup. The hybrid power plant,
centered around the 4.4-liter V8 engine,
generates a robust output of 598 horse-
power. This configuration, combining
an internal combustion engine with
a high-voltage electrical system, guar-
antees impressive acceleration dynam-
ics, along with substantial power re-
serves and engine durability. The fusion
of a hybrid engine with all-wheel drive
renders the Aurus Senat Long a truly
unique offering within the executive
car segment, elevating it to an exclusive
status.

All Aurus models are constructed
on a unified modular platform, offering

inherent technological advantages. This
design facilitates flexible production,
enabling easy reconfiguration based

on the customer’s desired vehicle type
and length.

Aurus cars embody power without ex-
travagance, athleticism wrapped in im-
peccably tailored elegance. This is the
positioning set forth by their creators,
and potential buyers appear to agree.
Indeed, there is considerable interest
in Aurus within the Arab world, indi-
cating a significant level of engagement
with the brand.

One compelling testament to this
interest is the recent inauguration
of another assembly plant for the luxury
Senat, which took place last November
in Abu Dhabi, United Arab Emirates
(UAE).

The product immediately proved
to be in high demand, not only among
Muslim entrepreneurs. It’s said that
this even sparked a debate in banking
circles: how appropriate is it to of-

fer services to everyone, regardless

of whether the potential client’s busi-
ness is halal or not?

Perhaps this episode is the best re-
sponse to skeptics, doubting the suc-
cess of the experiment in developing
partnership (Islamic) banking in the
country, that both the demand for ha-
lal (Islamic) products and their sup-
ply will indeed exist. The question,
it seems, lies elsewhere: how quickly
will the idea capture the masses?

In any case, the expectations of those
hoping for explosive results are un-
likely to be met in the first year of the
experiment.

Islamic Banking:
More than Just a Puzzle
At the April meeting with represen-
tatives of the State Duma committees,
the head of the Central Bank, Elvira
Nabiullina, revealed that the experi-
ment is underway but perhaps not as
actively as many had anticipated. Ac-
cording to her, around 15 organizations
are registered in the registry published
on the Bank of Russia’s website. As-

sessing the reasons for «such not very
high activity,» the head of the Central
Bank refrained from hasty conclusions
but speculated:

«I don’t think it’s about the mech-
anism itself that we’ve implemented
for partnership financing. It’s similar
to what exists in international experi-
ence. Perhaps there are some adjust-
ments to be made.»

Over the past month, the list
has slightly expanded, although the sit-
uation hasn’t changed drastically.
Currently, there are 18 organizations
in the experiment’s participant registry.
Twelve of them represent Tatarstan,
three Moscow, and one each - Bashkor-
tostan, Dagestan, and Chechnya. It’s
high time to find out how the business
community and other entities directly
involved in implementing the experi-
ment on the ground assess its progress.

For representatives of our community,
the introduction of the law on Islam-
ic finance is an event that they have
been waiting for for many years,» says
Aidar Shagimardanov, President of the
Association of Muslim Entrepreneurs
of Russia. «xAmong entrepreneurs, there
has always been a need for Islamic fi-
nance, and here the rule should work:
supply generates demand. I always tell
my colleagues that Islamic finance is not
like a Rubik’s Cube that everyone knows
and eagerly wants to acquire: bring it to
a car - everyone will immediately grab
it. If a company starts offering Islamic
financial products, Muslims won’t rush
to buy them like a Rubik’s Cube. They

will approach the offer with caution.
They will look, study, and try to verify
authenticity. It’s no surprise — there’s

a distinctiveness here. But who said it’s
halal? Who assessed it? Who conduct-
ed the audit? And ultimately, who put
their signature on the conclusion? Po-
tential consumers demand convincing
answers from those offering Islamic
products. Yes, entrepreneurs are in

dire need of Islamic funds; they will

be opening accounts in Islamic banks.
And undoubtedly, Sharia-compliant
partnership financing is essential, as are
Islamic investments. If billions - even
tens of billions — are gradually invested,
I believe the market will absorb it. How-
ever, Islamic banking, I reiterate, is not
a universally desired and universally
beloved Puzzle. Any brilliant idea, in or-
der to captivate minds, requires popu-
larization. In our association, we have
been engaged in this endeavor for many
years. If Islamic banking becomes

the norm, I believe it will bring tremen-
dous benefits for the country as a whole,
not just for Muslims. As people develop
a taste for Islamic economics and bank-
ing, advocates will emerge from various
faiths. At the core of partnership finance
lies justice, a value every individual de-
sires.

Certificates: The Pulse
of Engagement

Hazrat Rustam Nurgaleev, the direc-
tor of the Russian Center for Islamic
Economics and Finance, likely knows
more about the experiment on part-
nership financing than even its direct
participants. Besides analyzing the sit-
uation, as the academic secretary
of the council of ulama of the Reli-
gious Board of Muslims of Tatarstan,
he directly participates in certifying
companies introducing halal products
to the market.

«Our measurements clearly indicate:
interest in Islamic financial products
is growing. One of the real ‘beacons’

is the intensity of issuing certificates
and decisions by the council of ulama
on proposed Islamic products,» says
Rustam Hazrat. «Consider this: last year,
we issued only two such decisions. This
year, in just two months, three certif-
icates — three decisions of the council
of ulama on three specific products —
have already been issued. Another five
or six applications requesting certifi-
cation of financial products according
to Islamic canons are awaiting deci-
sions.

According to Hazrat Rustam, there
are at least two new partnership prod-
ucts that can be considered successful.
These include the mentioned Islamic
factoring and cash settlement services
provided by the same bank. Additional-
ly, two more of its products are current-
ly under consideration.

«Furthermore, last year saw the in-
troduction of a halal pension product
in Tatarstan,» Hazrat Rustam discloses.
«As you are aware, we offer not only
mandatory pension insurance but also
voluntary options. Thus, we have estab-
lished a collaboration with the National
Pension Fund of Tatarstan for a series
of halal products.»

Ruslan Khalilullin, the head of the
Partnership Financing Division at the
Ministry of Economy of Tatarstan,
shares a firm belief in the success of the
experiment. He asserts that Tatarstan
leads Russia in both Islamic (partner-
ship) products and the number of ex-
periment participants. However, there
are still businesses, financial institu-
tions, and banks eager to join the ini-
tiative.

The question remains: how much
demand exists for partnership (Islamic)
products today? Among the populace?

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Among legal entities? Are we talking
about hundreds, thousands, tens

of thousands? Is there tangible statisti-
cal evidence available?

Registry vs Certification:
Unveiling the Distinction
The experiment participants are com-
mercial companies, and certain informa-
tion is not subject to disclosure by law.
It is also important to understand that
significantly increasing turnovers in less
than a year is challenging,» believes
Ruslan Khalilullin. «Here, perhaps,
the focus should be on which products
are launched, how the number of exper-
iment participants is growing, and not
to overlook the challenges. The initial
months, for example, have shown that
many simply do not understand what

Islamic finance entails. It becomes nec-
essary to first explain to people what

it is, to give lectures. Then, to explain
where one can specifically obtain Is-
lamic financial products, where to turn.
The experiment participants, experts
in halal finance, are forced to engage

in enlightening activities alongside
their primary roles.

And there is yet another problem
awaiting resolution. Today, theoreti-
cally, it is possible for a bank or organi-
zation to be listed in the Central Bank
registry, but their product may not
have been certified by the Spiritual Ad-
ministrations of Muslims in different
regions,» explains Rustam Hazrat Nur-
galeev. «This discrepancy arises because
the Central Bank operates based on con-
stitutional norms, laws, and decrees,
while certification of Islamic products
falls under the jurisdiction of religious
authorities. Hence, the mismatch:
the experiment participant is included
in the registry based on formal rules,
but may not adhere to the actual reli-
gious canons.

«This issue has been discussed by ex-
perts from all four regions participat-
ing in the experiment, and it has been
brought to the attention of all gov-

ernment bodies and the Central Bank.
Dialogue is ongoing, and one can pre-
sume that a solution will eventually

be reached. However, the challenge that
lies ahead is not a straightforward one.
Islamic finance, by and large, is traded
and executed within the Arab-Muslim
realm, where regulatory frameworks

are entrenched within constitutional
provisions, and Sharia experts hold
official positions of authority. The mod-
el being introduced in Russia has yet

to find its footing elsewhere.

Demand Booms,
Supply Struggles

In one way or another, Islamic bank-
ing is gradually carving out its place
in the market. The leading positions
held by Tatarstan here may be explained
by the fact that the experiment officially
confirmed what had de facto existed
for years.

The financial house ‘Amal’ has been
offering Islamic financial products since
2010. Rustam Sagdeev, the company’s
director, explains that its creation
was driven by the availability of an open
niche: there has always been a certain
demand for Islamic financial products
from the population.

At first, we operated only within
the territory of Tatarstan; today, in terms
of investment, our clients come from
all over the country, and in terms of fi-
nancing, almost the entire country
is covered. Offices in Kazan and Moscow
are in operation,» says Rustam. «We have
endeavored to implement some principles
of Islamic banking. On one hand, like
any bank, we attract investments, and on
the other hand, we finance accordingly.
We mainly finance small and medi-
um-sized businesses. Our average client




is an entrepreneur in need of funds, typ-
ically ranging from one to 40-60 million
rubles. These funds are used for pur-
chasing automobiles, special equipment,
machinery, residential or commercial real
estate... in short, any tangible assets that
can be seen, weighed, counted, and so
forth. Our investors, statistically speaking,
are typically individuals.

These are people who save, set aside,
and invest in various spheres. And for
them, ‘Amal’ has developed its own
product line. There are products that
allow investing and receiving monthly
income, or accumulating and receiving
income at the end of the agreed peri-
od. There are targeted products aimed
at charity. For example, such as ‘Good
Returns.’ In this case, a portion of the
investor’s profit automatically goes
to charity. In particular, in Kazan,
for several years now, ‘Amal’ has been
working with the ‘Yardem’ fund. A por-
tion of the profit goes to this charitable
organization. There is a tariff designed
for those who want to go on either Hajj
or Umrah-in this case, the profit share
allows people to accumulate.

The product range is wide, but the
demand for Islamic finance is even
greater. ‘Amal’ lacks basic liquidity,
funds, to finance everyone. The portfolio
has grown exponentially over the years,
but demand - even faster,» concludes
Rustam Sagdeev.

Exploring Islamic
Mortgages and Halal
Cashback

Twelve years ago, in a pilot mode,
we launched Islamic mortgages,» re-
counts Marat Sadriev, head of Islamic
banking at Ak Bars Bank. «Until today,
it has been a unique product-only re-
cently did colleagues from a major bank
introduce a similar one to the market.
By the way, last year, three times more
clients opted for our Islamic mortgage
compared to the previous year—speaking
to the interest in partnership finance.

The bank’s Islamic debit card has also
seen a steady demand, launched even
before the start of the partnership fi-
nance experiment, with over ten thou-
sand cardholders to date. The next
stride involves a partner project, offer-
ing halal cashback on debit cards. Tradi-
tional cashback, experts opine, doesn’t
align with Islamic norms, hence the de-
velopment of this halal alternative.
Here’s the twist: forbidden cashback
comes from the bank’s coffers, while ha-
lal cashback utilizes funds directly from
partnering enterprises, where custom-
ers will spend on halal products. These
partner enterprises will be the ones
providing cashback from their own re-
sources.

Among the bank’s other new prod-
ucts, a noteworthy one is the project
financing product, which will enable
construction companies to build houses

using halal funds. How will this product
operate?

«We send money to the develop-
er, who constructs the house, sells
the apartments, earns a profit, and then
shares this profit with us. As you un-
derstand, this is not a loan but a classic
form of partnership financing,» explains
Marat Sadriev. «A loan is issued on the
conditions of urgency, payment, and re-
payment. Here, urgency exists, with
defined timelines, but payment is only
expected, not guaranteed. Likewise,
repayment is not assured. In theory,
if something goes wrong, the bank will
also incur losses: partners share risks
between themselves. This form of Is-
lamic investment — mudaraba - is also
employed by us when providing financ-
ing to leasing companies.»

Gradually, step by step, partner-
ship financing is carving out its niche
in the market. The Tatarstan experi-
ence proves: the experiment is des-
tined for success. Everyone is tired
of dubious schemes, pyramids, and ex-
orbitant bank interest rates. Society
has long been yearning for fair busi-
ness, equitable financial relationships.
Partnership finance, built on the prin-
ciples of honest partnership, rejecting
usury and dirty deals, is a timely re-
sponse to this call.

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Halal around us

It began with the opening of a meat
deli on Sibgata Khakima Street in Ka-
zan, which was later transformed into
a meat restaurant.

Over time, the business expanded,
resulting in the establishment of meat
restaurants in Kazan as well as afford-
able cafes such as Bistros, urban culi-
nary hubs, and ready-to-eat food fac-
tories. As a result, all of these ventures
are in line with the company’s mission.

One of the owners of ITLE, Ruslan
Khairutdinov, expresses the mis-
sion as follows: «To enrich people’s
lives through delightful halal cuisine
and welcoming service, while promot-
ing Halal 360 as a meaningful culture
for mindful living».

«We and the world around us have
been created with purpose, guided by a
specific plan. The Creator has not aban-
doned us without guidance; instead,
prophets and Holy Scriptures have been
sent as instructions for all humanity.
As well as defining what is permissi-
ble and beneficial, they also specify
what is prohibited and detrimental.
Therefore, it is subconsciously inherent
in every individual to strive to consume
healthy, nutritious food, since our Cre-

Taking responsibility
for quality

In recent years, the halal market
has gained momentum. This is a
new and rapidly growing sector of the
economy. Both domestically and inter-
nationally, the halal industry has enor-
mous potential.

The company launched a ready-to-
eat food factory two years ago. To some
extent, this became the center of ITLE
projects. Ultimately, centralized pro-
duction is necessary in order to scale
projects.

«Allow me to clarify: to maintain
a consistent standard of quality, con-
sumer safety, taste, and appearance
across our entire retail network, central-
ized production is necessary,» explains
Ruslan Khairutdinov.

«In addition, it is easier to maintain
uniform high-quality control at the
factory. Furthermore, we have been
granted an international Halal certifi-
cation».

Halal is perceived today as an addi-
tional quality standard. The product
has its own, clearly defined audience —
Muslims as well as people who are
not directly related to Islam, but are
seeking to purchase products that have
been produced with special care or addi-
tional control. Ultimately, this is a mat-
ter of trust on the part of the purchaser.

There’s often less trust in large food
manufacturers that produce a wide array
of products, not limited to halal alone.

People sometimes use Halal as a mar-
keting strategy without complying with
all the requirements. Like, for example,
in a restaurant they suddenly start serv-
ing halal food next to alcohol or hoo-
kahs! Because it has become trendy...
For devout Muslims, such practices
are deemed unacceptable. It under-
scores the importance of having a team

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and individuals who uphold the right
values.

«The company strictly adheres to Ha-
lal standards and the principle of per-
missibility at every stage and in all pro-
cesses,» emphasizes the co-owner of the
company. He adds: «From the finances
used in which interest is not charged,
to the rules of relationship with part-
ners and employees. This creates
a unique environment inside and out-
side the organization — Halal 360°».

The main thing is not
to overestimate your
strength

In an effort to support local produc-
ers, ITLE seeks to work directly with
them.

It can be challenging to find
high-quality halal raw materials that
meet strict food safety standards. In or-
der for a product to enter production,



it must be subjected to a multi-stage
inspection by Halal experts and strict
laboratory testing.

«There are risks and limitations as-
sociated with every business. We pay
attention only to benefits in order
to grow and develop», Ruslan Khairutdi-
nov acknowledges, «One of the present
challenges is the absence of pertinent
production expertise and an under-
staffed team. Despite the increasing de-
mand for our products, ensuring quality
remained a concern. Building business
processes was challenging, since there
was no experience running such a busi-
ness and no qualified team. In order
to maintain quality as a primary con-
cern, we had to refuse cooperation with
certain consumer networks. Now we
are rebooting the processes».

For this reason, it is necessary to have
a clear plan for the development of the
enterprise in order to avoid wasting
time and resources on unnecessary dif-
ficulties.

The ITLE group of companies con-
tinues to develop, and plans to open
new locations outside of Tatarstan
as well. Meanwhile, the company
is ready to implement new formats
to meet the needs of its customers. As of
now, there is a restaurant in Nizhne-

vartovsk, but the chain plans to expand
throughout our country as well as into
international markets. The registration
and creation of a franchise process have
been launched at the moment, as there
is great interest from businesses.

«We have plans to open several estab-
lishments this year, broadening the re-
gions for delivery of factory-produced
ready-made food via online and offline
retail channels», remarks the co-owner
of the company.

In 2020, the global halal food market
was valued at around $1.98 trillion.

In 2024, it could already reach $3.5
trillion. Currently, the market is experi-
encing dynamic growth, with an average
annual rate of +10%. Halal products
may double in share on the domestic
Russian market within three years. Ac-
cording to Roskachestvo, in 2022 the
market was worth 40 billion rubles.
Today, ITLE products can be found
in online retail: Yandex Lavka, OZON,
Samokat, as well as in federal networks:
VkusVill, Magnit, Lenta, Auchan, Metro,
and at Tatneft and Teboil gas stations.

n Kazan, garments crafted in accor-

dance with Halal principles attract

fashion enthusiasts of different na-
tionalities, ages, and faiths. And women
are present at various events such as iftar
gatherings, fashion shows, and the pres-
tigious International Russia Halal Expo
Exhibition at KazanForum, their mod-
esty, femininity, and beauty highlighted
by their dress.

The intricacy of the
work lies in the details

At the Kazan Technical School of Folk
Arts and Crafts, students are taught
the craft of sewing such garments. Here,
they not only master their skills in cloth-
ing making but also specialize in creating
the most authentic custom-made tradi-
tional attire.

We navigate an art gallery-like hall
filled with student paintings displaying
various techniques. On the upper floor,
we find two study rooms facing each oth-
er, their doors wide open. A group of cos-
tume designers work diligently in one
room, while in another, a group of girls
cut out patterns and sketch designs under
the watchful eyes of their teachers. They
sew not only Muslim clothing — currently,
they’re fulfilling an order for twelve fes-
tive Chuvash costumes.

A LUCRATIVE GLOBAL INDUSTRY.

In the costume designers’ room, we en-
gage in conversation with the technical
school teacher, Adelya Khairova.

«The key is not to overlook any detail,»
she remarks, as her gaze fixed on the
sewing machine foot and the fabric. «It’s
both a responsibility and a thrill: embody-
ing tradition and modernity in real time.
There’s no greater satisfaction than wit-
nessing that every aspect was considered
and your vision came to fruition.»

In the pattern cutting room, a creative
order reigns supreme: tables adorned
with fabric details, embroidery pieces
on the windowsills—izyu, tubeteikas,

and handbags. The students delicately ar-
range the fabric pieces on the table. Their
primary focus is to complete the pattern;
this stage is deemed the most crucial.
However, there’s no sense of seeking
fame or attention; they even decline
interviews initially. They mention that
throughout the school year, they’ve tack-
led a variety of projects: skirts tailored

to personal standards, trousers, Tatar
vests, and tubeteikas. They emphasize
that understanding how to infuse clothing
with national flair isn’t just theoretical
knowledge-it’s practical expertise gained
through hands-on experience.
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«The challenge of working with such
items lies in the details; there are lots
of small tasks involved. You have to iron
here, baste there, and then proceed
with the stitching,» state students Irina
Khalitova and Darina Khidiyatullina. «It
may seem like everything is going smooth-
ly, and we’re following the references
(pictures or photos that capture the style
or vision of the customer or designer).
But sometimes, things go wrong, and then
everything spirals. There have been cases
where we’ve had to start over...»

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Passion is the key

Embroidery is done by hand. It is car-
ried out under the guidance of Elena
Ugryumova, a dedicated teacher and mas-
ter embroiderer. A Textile and Light In-
dustry Honored Worker, Elena brings both
expertise and a gentle presence to her
instruction of the girls under her su-
pervision. We find ourselves fascinated
by the process as she creates yet another
masterpiece. Then, a question inevitably
arises: «As technology advances rapidly,
why does hand embroidery continue
to hold such significance?»

«Because love and warmth are trans-
mitted through it, and my energy is very
good, with handmade products com-
pletely different things are obtained,
and customers still prefer not «<machine»,
but hand-made work,» says Elena.

She gestures towards the array of embroi-
dered items displayed on the windowsill
and suggests a comparison: «Notice here,

the work done mechanically, and here,
done by hand. Observe how the thread
delicately lays upon the fabric, how it
interacts with each stitch. Can you feel
the difference? Undoubtedly, this work
isn’t easy, it demands perseverance

and can be tense. But one must simply
love it, be passionate about it. Together
with the girls, we embroider traditional
garments, drawing inspiration from his-
torical sources. I guide them on which
literature to explore and what to study.
Mastery of the subtleties doesn’t hap-
pen overnight, but gradually, they grasp
the intricacies.

Gymnastics for eyes

Elena Ugryumova has been focusing
on embroidery for many years, building
lasting relationships with a variety of cus-
tomers. A remarkable fact is that, despite
her age, she maintains 100% vision. It is
attributed to embroidery’s dual nature:
it exercises her eyes like gymnastics, with
its colorful threads and fabrics, while si-
multaneously stimulating her fine motor
skill as in jewelry making. In addition,
Elena Ugryumova passion for yoga serves
as an additional source of inspiration
and strength.

Since the time of Ibn
Fadlan...

Understanding how such costumes
are crafted reveals the pivotal role that
the designer plays from the very beginning.
Here is Leysan Khazieva, the founder of Ta-

tar Costume Studio, a renowned fashion
designer. It was her, who designed costumes
for 17 notable films, including the acclaimed
«Ibn Fadlany. Stars of the Tatar stage,
including actors, singers, and media per-
sonalities, seek out Leysan Khazieva for in-
spiration for stage images. Magic permeates
the air of her creatively charged, oriental-in-
spired workshop. In addition to models
from her collections and handmade jewelry
from the country, an assortment of fabrics
depicting different textures and colors

was arranged. There is even a fabric that
has aged alongside Leysan. A special «ex-
hibit» is her great-grandmother’s dress from
1872. Leysan’s great-grandmother was the
only dressmaker in her village.

Each piece in Leysan’s workshop invites
you to touch and admire it. The peculiarity
of Leysan’s clothing is not only that it is
made in accordance with Sharia, but more
that in any outfit the designer organically
combines Islamic and Tatar national motifs.

Interested in creatin
clothes since the sixt
grade

In Leysan’s opinion, cutting is the most
challenging aspect of the process: «You need
to know and understand it. I don’t make
sketches because when I start working with
fabric, my expectations don’t match reality.
Therefore, I immediately make a model of a
dress from fabric in order to see how it will
sit on a person in its final embodiment.»

It was Leysan Khazieva, who designed
costumes for 17 notable films, including
the acclaimed «Ibn Fadlan». Stars of the
Tatar stage, including actors, singers,

and media personalities, seek out Leysan
for inspiration for stage images.

The Pinnacle Event

The Tatar people inhabit practically

the entire territory of Russia. Their

rich history and the distinctive cultural
features of the Tatars continue to shine
brightly in their wedding customs

and rituals to this day. The celebration
of Nikah is considered the pinnacle event
in a Muslim family, thus, every detail

is meticulously attended to. Each ritual
carries a special significance, so nearly
all of them, starting from matchmaking,
are revered and performed with utmost
reverence.

Anticipation of the Best: Preliminary
Steps in the Matchmaking Ritual

Matchmakers visit the bride’s parents
and discuss how suitable the groom will
be for their darling. The matchmaker’s
script is passed down from generation
to generation and remains unchanged.
Then, there are viewings of the future
bride, and negotiations between

the parties take place. Parents set the
date for the celebration, the bride pre-
pares her dowry, and the groom pays
the kalym.

After passing all the trials, the groom takes the bride and togeth-
er they proceed to the religious marriage ceremony — Nikah.
Nikah is conducted in a mosque or at the bride’s home, where
close relatives of the young couple are present. The registration
is carried out modestly and quietly.

The mullah recites a prayer from the Quran.

The Future spouses solemnly pledge themselves before Allah.

Wife - Neck, Husband - Head:
Tatar Wedding Traditions

The lavish and joyful celebration - tui - be-
gins at the bride’s home (or in a restaurant).
Then, just as solemnly, with a feast,

the young wife’s move to the groom'’s
house is celebrated.

A Tatar wedding celebration is incomplete
without traditional Tatar delicacies —
smoked goose, chak-chak, and a closed pie.
The goose is carved by the senior rela-
tive from the groom'’s side. The young
wife gets the neck or wing, while

the husband gets the head.

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Chak-Chak Instead of Wedding Cake

At the Tatar wedding, chak-chak holds a special signifi-
cance, symbolizing the creation of a new family. The hon-
or of cutting the wedding chak-chak is bestowed upon

Traditionally,
this role Falls to the wife of the elder brother or the aunt
of the bride (kyz jingi).

And no alcohol! Guests are treated to delicious black tea,
soda, or a honey-based beverage.




Attire Preparation: Purity and Virtue

The Preparation of Wedding Attire is a highly exciting
event, especially for the bride. The bride’s dress sym-
bolizes her purity and virtue - it's of a simple, antique
cut, made of dense fabric and floor-length. The fabric

is adorned with national patterns stitched with golden

or silver threads. The dress color can be either white

or bright hues. The hands must be covered, leaving only
the face, ankles, and wrists exposed. Hair is neatly tucked
under a scarf. The groom wears a classic dark-colored suit,
with a national cap called a tubeteika on his head.

The first stop - Jizzakh
In October 2022, the first branch of
its kind opened its doors in the Uzbek
city of Jizzakh. ‘The idea of opening a
branch in Uzbekistan had been hov-
ering around the university for quite
some time,” says Timirkhan Alishov,
KFU’s Vice-Rector for External Rela-
tions. ‘There is an intergovernmental
agreement between the Russian Fed-
eration and the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan to establish branches of Russian

universities on Uzbek territory, and
similar units already existed for Mos-
cow and St. Petersburg universities.
The decision to establish a branch

of Kazan University in Uzbekistan
was made back in 2021, when Uzbek
President Shavkat Mirziyoyev signed
the corresponding decree. In turn,
Rustam Minnikhanov, the President
of Tatarstan, speaking on October 10,
2022, at the opening of the branch,
noted that our republic has a long

tradition of fruitful cooperation with

Uzbekistan, so it is symbolic that the
first overseas ‘outpost’ of KFU ap-
peared there.

United by Common
Principles

The branch is located in the build-
ing of the former Higher Military
Aviation School, where extensive
renovations were carried out before
the opening. The educational cam-

pus is designed for 1000 students.
Currently, 600 students are study-
ing at the branch, meaning there
is still untapped potential for further
growth.

Students in Jizzakh are enrolled
in nine educational programs. Four
of them are medical: general medi-
cine, dentistry, pharmacy, and med-
ical biochemistry. As Timirkhan
Alishov explained, the Ministry
of Health of Uzbekistan provided
significant support for the opening
of the KFU branch, including fund-
ing for the purchase of necessary
equipment. Thanks to this, a year
ago, in April 2023, the branch even
acquired its own simulation center
(recall: a similar unit, where med-
ical students can undergo training
on simulators that closely resemble
real-life scenarios, has long been op-
erating at the Institute of Fundamen-
tal Medicine and Biology of KFU).

Currently, medical students in Jiz-
zakh are using the same equipment
as their Kazan ‘colleagues’,» says
Timirkhan Alishov. Other specialties
for which our university prepares
Uzbek students include linguistics,
economics, journalism, information
systems, and technologies. About
40 percent of the faculty came directly

from Kazan to the Central Asian center.

Of course, there are also Uzbek teach-
ers at the branch. Some of them have
undergone training courses in Kazan.
By exchanging experiences with their
Kazan counterparts, they study the pe-
culiarities of organizing the education-
al process at KFU, thus maintaining
unified principles in the educational
approaches of the branch and the main
university. According to KFU, the Jiz-
zakh branch has tremendous potential.
In particular, there are plans to con-
struct a new educational building with
800 seats. There are also plans to open
a University Clinic in Jizzakh, similar
to the one in Kazan.

African outpost

In December 2023, a significant
addition graced the map of Kazan
Federal University: the opening of a
branch in the heart of Egypt, Cairo.
It marks the inaugural establishment
of a Russian university branch on the
African continent. Dedicated to med-
ical disciplines-medicine, dentistry,
and pharmacy-the Cairo branch
already hosts 385 students. Last au-
tumn, Kazan professors embarked
on a journey to Egypt, conducting en-

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trance examinations tailored for the
aspiring scholars.

It was paramount for us to over-
see this process,» Timirkhan Alishov
elaborates. «As prospective applicants
and first-year students must meet
the standards set by KFU. Instruction
is conducted exclusively in English,
unlike Jizzakh, where classes are held
in Russian. Additionally, students
dedicate time to learning Russian as a
separate subject. Education is deliv-
ered both in-person and online.

The classroom building stands
in immediate proximity to the clin-
ic, serving as a practical hub. Yet,
amidst the bustling construction of a
new campus, the KFU branch envi-
sions a future relocation. Anticipat-
ing an enrollment surge to 1000-1200
students, Kazan envisions expansion.
Moreover, plans are afoot to intro-
duce innovative programs in medical
biophysics and artificial intelligence
next academic year.

Numerous state-of-the-art enterpris-
es are currently active within the Ala-
buga SEZ. These establishments offer
college students the chance to intern
and work from the outset of their aca-
demic journey.

Timur Shagivaleev, the head of the
SEZ, highlighted the global strategic
significance of the Alabuga special eco-
nomic zone. He emphasized the pres-
ence of world-class enterprises in the
zone and underscored the critical need
for personnel possessing relevant train-
ing. He also stresses the importance
of individuals who are not only highly
skilled but also capable of assuming
responsibility. Such individuals should

possess the ability to analyze intricate
datasets and formulate development
strategies based on their findings.
However, he notes that the current
education system in the country falls
short of producing such fully prepared
specialists for businesses.

Overall, the perpetual challenge with
personnel prevents enterprises within
the Special Economic Zone from real-
izing their full potential. Subsequently,
the SEZ resolved to cultivate its own
professionals. In September 2019,
in collaboration with Elabuga Poly-
technic College, a center for nurturing
highly skilled specialists was estab-
lished within the zone. In April 2021,
agreements regarding the certification

of students from Alabuga Polytech Col-
lege were signed. Subsequently, in Sep-
tember of the same year, the center
commenced recruiting students from
across Russia, and eventually, from
abroad as well. Currently, the center
accepts graduates from ninth and elev-
enth grades for 17 distinct specialties.
These include business programming,
industrial automation and robotics,
BIM design, industrial safety, interna-
tional pedagogy, law, medical science,
and emerging fields such as air naviga-
tion and UAV programming.

Duality: all-in-one
The primary aim of establishing

the college within the SEZ was to rev-
olutionize the training of future pro-
fessionals. The goal was to ensure that
individuals do not undergo education
disconnected from the practical reali-
ties of the workplace, thereby avoiding

the need for extensive «retraining» ef-
forts by companies. Therefore, the main
feature of Alabuga Polytech is its dual
education approach: from their first
year, students not only study but also
work directly at real enterprises within
the Special Economic Zone.

Their day starts at 9 am and ends
at 9 pm. While challenging, Timur Sha-
givaleev believes it’s necessary, stating
that then «there is no time for fooling
around.» Additionally, he adds, «it’s dif-
ficult, but interesting.»
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During the first half of the day,
students engage in hands-on learn-
ing within laboratories, workshops,
and classrooms equipped with state-
of-the-art technology. They receive
guidance from experienced specialists
employed by enterprises within the Al-
abuga SEZ. On alternate days, this
training is interspersed with intern-
ships directly within units of the SEZ.
This provides students with invaluable
practical experience, fulfilling the ex-
pectations of employers for graduates
with real-world skills. In the afternoons,
students delve into general education
subjects. Following this, they participate
in team-leadership tournaments.

Cats instead
of assessors

To the untrained observer, these
tournaments may appear as mere
team computer games, such as Civili-
zation 4: Colonization. However, col-
leges view these games as more than
mere entertainment. In Civilization,
a turn-based strategy game, student
players assume the role of a state
leader, offering valuable insights into
strategic decision-making and lead-
ership.

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Another example is the Life is Feudal
online game, which revolves around
survival in a medieval setting. To thrive
in this game, players must collaborate
with others, establish cooperation,
and demonstrate persistence and disci-
pline.

Trucks, an economic business simu-
lation developed in Alabuga, challenges
students to swiftly adapt to market
fluctuations. It teaches them how to
efficiently manage production in re-
al-time under resource constraints
while addressing internal matters such
as personnel management.

Paintball plays a significant role
in team and leadership tournaments,
with competitions held within the SEZ
dubbed as Russia’s largest military-pa-
triotic paintball events.

Certainly, these tournaments contrib-
ute to the overarching goal of cultivat-
ing not only skilled specialists but also
future technology leaders, directors,
chief engineers, and shop managers.
Participants learn valuable skills in tac-
tics, strategy, teamwork, team manage-
ment, and business development, pre-
paring them to make critical decisions
and shoulder responsibility in their
future careers.

And some more about comput-
er games. Applicants to Alabuga
Polytech are not evaluated based
on Unified State Examination results.
Instead, they are invited to partici-
pate in the business simulation game,
Business Cats. Selection for admis-
sion to the college is determined
by the outcomes of this distinctive
online game, allowing for a more ho-
listic assessment of candidates’ abili-
ties and potential.

The business simulation developed
in Alabuga revolves around creating
a business using cats—-not metaphori-
cally, but literally. Players «purchase»
kittens, nurture them, build nurser-
ies, and organize their business oper-

ations. Throughout these activities,
individuals with strong potential
for financial management are iden-
tified, as they intuitively (intuitively
for now) develop winning business
strategies.

Education at Alabuga Polytech
is tuition-free. However, students
are responsible for paying for ac-
commodation in hostels on the
college premises, priced at 1,500
rubles per month. The conditions
are commendable: students reside
in two-room apartments shared
by four individuals, fully equipped
with all necessary amenities.

Also, the buildings bear motiva-
tional names such as Korolev, Men-
deleev, and Tsiolkovsky. It’s all about
encouraging students to strive for-
ward toward new horizons!

Returning to the financial aspect,
Timur Shagivaleev underscores
the dual nature of studying at the col
lege and the immediate opportunity
to work. Students are compensated
for their internships, and quite gen-
erously. The base rate stands at 3,000
rubles per month, with additional
bonuses for outstanding performance
during internships and team-leader-
ship tournaments. Furthermore, with
the potential to earn up to an addi-
tional 9,000 rubles based on intern-
ship performance and up to 35,000
rubles from tournaments (which
include activities like paintball
and online games), students can sub-
stantially boost their income. Con-
sequently, depending on their field
of study, a student can earn anywhere
from 50,000 to 70,000 rubles monthly
in their first year alone.

Simultaneously, students develop
management skills. By the third year,

they have the opportunity to become
foremen in actual production set-
tings. By the fourth and final year

of study, they advance to higher-level
managerial positions. Overall, Shagi-
valeev emphasizes their aim to cul-
tivate an elite cadre of professionals
from among the students. He believes
that these individuals will boost

the development of new industries
and technologies in the country.

He adds that a young manager with
hands-on experience from the ground
up within an enterprise is invaluable
in today’s market.

Certainly, the Special Economic
Zone ensures employment for its
graduates within its own enterprises,
as its primary goal is to train special-
ists for its own needs. Therefore, indi-
viduals like Nikita Bukhanov and Rat-
mir Khakimov, along with many
of their peers, anticipate involvement
in numerous large-scale projects
within the Alabuga territory.

Another interesting detail: the col-
lege has recently launched a chil-
dren’s digital education center named
IT-cube Alabuga. Catering to young-
sters aged 7 to 16, the center offers
instruction in programming, robotics,
application development, and sys-
tem administration. The hope is that

many participants will eventually be-
come college students in the future.

In the beginning, the college ad-
mitted 300 students annually, which
later increased to 600. This year, over
1,200 freshmen have enrolled in the
educational center. By 2026, the goal
is to graduate 10,000 professionals
annually.

These individuals will repre-
sent a new formation of specialists,
the personnel of the future, having
traversed every stage of the produc-
tion cycle. They will possess hands-on
experience from major projects
in Russia, comprehending the intrica-
cies of business strategy and corporate
development.

Russian President Vladimir Pu-
tin, during a meeting with the Rais
of Tatarstan Rustam Minnikhanov
in February of this year, named this
educational center as a prime example
of effective personnel training.

He also noted that the college
has opened very necessary areas
of training.

«Continue to replicate this experi-
ence,» instructed the President of Rus-
sia to the Rais of Tatarstan, Rustam
Minnikhanov.

The team Beyong left no chances
for Enemy, crushing the opponent with
a score of 7:1 and ending the battle
ahead of schedule (according to the
rules, the winner is recognized as the
one who wins the most battles in 13
fights or achieves seven victories first).

The sixth day.
The Crucial Day for
Robots

The robot battles held at the arena
of the Kazan Circus garnered much more
excitement than the gladiator fights
of ancient times. In terms of spectacle
and audience interest, the machine bat-
tles clearly surpassed the bloodthirsty
entertainments of antiquity. In the Kazan
final, where teams from Russia and India
clashed, the duel kept the audience on the
edge of their seats for the entire three
minutes of combat. And what events un-
folded during that time! One and a half
minutes into the battle, the main weap-
ons of both iron fighters — the rotating
spinners — were disabled. To determine
the stronger contender, the robots re-
sorted to exchanging direct blows. In the
decisive moment of the battle, the Indian
robot skillfully rammed its opponent into
the spinner traps located on the platform.
This maneuver proved fatal for our Daddy
robot - it started smoking. Nevertheless,
it managed to continue the fight, but after
three minutes, the judges were unan-
imous: the Indian robot was the best.
The Indian team DS Robotics received
17.5 million rubles for their victory, with
the St. Petersburg-based Daddy Bots com-
ing in second.

Day Seven.
Enthralling Drone Races
On Tuesday, the qualifying races
for Drone Racing took place — one of
the most spectacular disciplines. Six-
teen teams from Belarus, Bulgaria,
Hungary, Germany, India, Kazakhstan,
China, Russia, Serbia, Turkey, France,
and South Korea competed for the Fu-
ture Games Trophy and a prize fund
of $250,000. Participants need not only
skilled drone piloting but also strategic
thinking. It is important to wisely allo-
cate the efforts of the two pilots, each
of whom must complete 25 laps, tak-
ing into account battery consumption
and pit stop time.

10 years. We have much to glean from
the expertise of the Ak Bars club and the
teams from Tatarstan, where the sport

ternational Institute for Cooperation with
Countries of Africa and the Middle East.
«The availability of ice rinks in Islamic
countries is a global concern, but it hasn’t
hindered the development of sports in the
Arab world. Now technology makes it pos-
sible to build ice halls. I recently attended
a championship in Kuwait, and I found
it very engaging. The country’s support
for the development of hockey is evident
and commendable. Generally speaking,
you’ll find diverse nations and languag-
es represented in various international
tournaments. Once the team hits the ice,
the athletes don’t even notice their differ-
ent languages. They quickly find common
ground and understanding with each other.
Hockey has a unifying effect.

Currently, the association includes
17 countries, with the number of par-
ticipants steadily increasing over time.
For instance, in February, Azerbaijan initi-
ated considerations regarding the revival
of this sport within its borders. In Baku,
the arena, steeped in memories of hockey
battles from Soviet times, was coated with
ice, and a team of amateurs was assembled.
However, they opted for a wise approach,
and a children’s section has already been
established. It appears that Azerbaijan
has made a serious commitment to winter
sports, as skiing is also experiencing a sig-
nificant resurgence there.

Need for ice: heading
to the mountains

Overall, team levels vary significantly.
Tatarstan, Kazakhstan, and Kyrgyzstan
are deemed the strongest federations.
There is immense interest from Islamic
countries, with Kuwait and Iran showing
promising potential for the development
of this sport.

«Last year, a team from our republic
traveled to the United Arab Emirates
for an international tournament, which
proved to be of a very high standard,»
commented Maxim Vertlieb, project man-
ager of the ADIHIC. «They have a strong
hockey federation. With its leadership
positioned in the upper echelons of power,
there is significant support and promotion
of this sport.»

«Hockey is not a typical activity for Arab
countries,» notes Maxim Vertlieb. «Peo-
ple there are more interested in camel
and horse racing. Hockey being a team
sport, it’s not really their forte. Nonethe-
less, the FIFA World Cup held in Qatar
garnered attention specifically as a team
sport, sparking interest in hockey as well.

Another consideration is that not all
countries have the necessary conditions
for training. It’s evident that in Iran
and the Emirates, there are no issues with
having a suitable professional platform
for training and games. However, in some
countries, athletes are compelled to train
in shopping malls, where the skating
rink is primarily used for entertainment
purposes. Naturally, the quality of the
ice there is far from ideal.

Indeed, in some countries like Paki-
stan, there is no ice at all, yet the desire
to play hockey persists. They have found

a solution to this challenge by playing only
during two months of the year, filling a site
in the mountains with ice for training. De-
spite the limitations, there is tremendous
interest from fans.

Women's league

As aresult, the level of team prepared-
ness varies. For instance, in the tourna-
ment happening in Kazan these days,

8 teams from 11 countries are participat-
ing. How is this possible? Not all delegates
managed to assemble a complete team
for the competition, necessitating the for-
mation of international teams.

ADIHIC operates more in line with
the Olympic principle - participation
is valued over victory. In other words,
the primary focus is on cooperation rather
than achieving a sporting outcome.

The emergence of hockey in Islamic
countries has unexpectedly revealed an in-
triguing trend: the sport is rapidly gaining
popularity among women.

«When a woman wears a hockey uni-
form, she is completely covered, ensuring
full adherence to religious norms,» says
Maxim Vertlieb. «That’s why a women’s
league was organized, with new partici-
pants constantly joining.»

The International Hockey Federation
does not recognize ADIHIC due to its re-
ligious basis, which contradicts the or-
ganization’s charter. However, Islamic
hockey may eventually expand to countries
not traditionally associated with the sport
and may even compete internationally. Ne-
gotiations for the entry of new participants
are ongoing.

Have you ever glimpsed the stirring
of Samson? It is a spectacle of grandeur,
a sight that beckons at least once in a
lifetime. Set against Gliére’s «<Hymn
to the Great City,» thousands of streams
soar heavenward in a fireworks ballet,
their droplets dancing like diamonds
in the sun, birthing rainbows in a cas-
cade of splendor...

Samson reigns as the heart of the
Lower Park in Peterhof, the illustrious
realm of Fountains and Palaces envi-
sioned by Peter the Great as Russia’s
Versailles. Visitors to Versailles will
concede: ours surpasses in grandeur.
Consider the majestic Grand Cascade
and the towering figure of Samson,

defying the lion’s jaws — a jet of water
bursts forth, reaching a towering 21 me-
ters! Moreover, what of the mischievous
jesting fountains, echoing from Peter’s
era? They stir at whim, playfully anoint-
ing all nearby with watery whimsy...

A sea of fountains roars at the feet
of the Grand Peterhof Palace, a locale
personally ordained by Peter himself.
Within the palace lies the authen-
tic Oak Study of the emperor. Across
the park, nestled on the Gulf of Fin-
land’s shores, stands Peter’s cherished
country retreat, humble and unas-
suming. Its moniker, Monplaisir — «my
pleasure» — was Peter’s own creation.
Untouched since his time, within

the palace, one can glimpse the emper-
or’s intimate relics. And let us not forget
the formidable «Big Eagle Cup» — a pen-
alty for tardiness at banquets.

JOURNEY INSTRUCTIONS: the most
comfortable option is the «<meteor» boat
from the pier near the Winter Palace in St.
Petersburg. It will swiftly take you straight

to the Lower Park. Alternatively, you can take
a train from the Baltic Station to the New Pe-
terhof station. By bus, depart from the metro
stations «prospekt Veterarov», «Kirovsky
Zavod», or «Avtovo.

SEASONED TRAVELER’S ADVICE: visiting
Peterhof is best enjoyed in the summer
when the fountains are operational from
May to mid-October. Witnessing Sam-

son awaken is a spectacle best observed

at 10 a.m. The fountains are switched off at
7:45 p.m.
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3 Amber Glow of the Baltic

To visit the world’s largest amber
deposit and find your own piece of the
sunstone on the Baltic shore. Stroll
along the Curonian Spit, known as the
«bird Eldorado.» Explore the castles
and gloomy dungeons of Prussian
burghers. Pay homage to the memory
of the great Kant by visiting his grave
and marvel at the rarities of the World
Ocean Museum - just a few highlights
of the must-see list for anyone visiting
the Kaliningrad region for the first
time.

In the historic center of Kalinin-
grad, much still reminds of the time
when the city was the capital of East
Prussia — Konigsberg. The majestic

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Cathedral is home to the largest organ
in Europe. The Royal Gates and the
preserved building of the Konigsberg
Stock Exchange... In the World Ocean
Museum, you will find its own master-
pieces. Here, you can easily climb into
the captain’s cabin of the legendary
research vessel «Vityaz» — its crew
was the first in the world to measure
the depth of the Mariana Trench
and traverse the seas and oceans
for 800 thousand miles. Alternative-
ly, take a stroll — in three deaths -
through the narrow compartments of a
real submarine.

Do not miss the chance to visit
Svetlogorsk — formerly Rauschen,

journey to Kaliningrad via the wings of a
plane from Moscow or other bustling cities.
Traverse the landscapes of Svetlogorsk

SEASONED TRAVELER'S ADVICE: let not
the opportunity slip away to procure a keep-
sake crafted from the region’s amber—here,
offerings cater to every taste and purse. In Au-
gust, intertwine your explorations with seaside
delights as the Baltic Sea's embrace warms

to nearly 20 degrees Celsius

and Zelenogradsk - once known

as Cranz: the half-timbered villas

of Prussian bourgeoisie still lend these
cities a special charm. Heading to the
Curonian Spit, choose several hiking
routes. The Dancing Forest, shifting
sand dunes, lakes — the landscape

of this narrow strip of land washed

by the waves of the Baltic Sea — is on
the UNESCO World Heritage List.

4 The Timeless Charm of Derbent

Ancient Greeks once christened
it the «Caspian Gates,» while locals
whispered of it as the «Iron» or «Closed
Gates.» Derbent wears its two and a
half millennia like a mantle of wis-
dom, the oldest soul among Russian
cities. Step into its ancient heart,
and the whispers of antiquity echo
through its labyrinthine Magalis,
where time seems to stand still amidst
centuries-old quarters still alive with
the pulse of life. Amidst this vener-
able tapestry lies the Juma Mosque
of Derbent, a timeless sanctuary
where prayers have risen skyward
since 734 AD, weathering the storms
of war and the tremors of earthquakes,

yet standing resolute against the cur-
rents of time.

Nevertheless, the heart of Derbent
beats strongest within the walls of the
Naryn-Kala Citadel, a testament to Per-
sian ingenuity, rising like a sentinel
against the ebb and flow of history.
Towers and ramparts, weathered yet un-
bowed, offer a vantage point where
the sweep of centuries unfolds beneath
a sky that has witnessed the march
of empires.

Derbent is not merely a city; it is
a gateway to the treasures of Dagestan.
Ascend the heights of Mount Shal-
buzdag, where the winds carry the whis-
pers of ancient legends. Descend into

the depths of the Sulak Canyon, where
time flows like the river, carving path-
ways through the rugged landscape.
Stand in awe before the Tobot Water-
fall, where nature’s fury meets sublime
beauty, and wander amidst the shifting
sands of the Sarykum Barkhan, where
the dunes whisper secrets of forgotten
epochs. Moreover, amidst it all, find
solace in the mountain village of Gunib,
where the past dances with the present,
and history weaves its tapestry in the
fabric of everyday life.

JOURNEY INSTRUCTIONS: to reach
Makhachkala, you will need to take a flight.
Then, itis a two and a half hour journey

by train or bus to Derbent.

SEASONED TRAVELER'S ADVICE: during
breaks between exploring Derbent's attrac-
tions, take at least a day or two to relax on the
luxurious golden sands of the city beach: from
July to September, the water in the Caspian
Sea warms up to 30 degrees Celsius.
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Are you weary of urban clamor,
yearning to forsake all and wander
through the heart of Russia on foot?
Then our proposition beckons! Imagine
embarking on a trek along the meander-
ing Volga River, spanning two to three
hundred kilometers of scenic splendor.
While it may not traverse the entirety
of Russia, it unveils a picturesque realm
brimming with natural marvels and his-
torical treasures. Enter the enchanting
Volga Path, a visionary endeavor real-
ized in Tatarstan. This odyssey follows
the river’s sinuous course, from the Chu-
vash Republic’s border to the threshold
of the Ulyanovsk Region. Spanning
284 kilometers in its principal form,

and 360 kilometers when incorporating
various circular and radial routes, this
trail promises an adventure of a lifetime.

Yet,
there is no need for Herculean feats

or indomitable health; you may com-
mence your journey from any juncture,
navigating distinct segments while
gradually amassing a tapestry of shared
experiences.

For a resident of the capital, reaching
the Volga is a stroke of luck. Reaching
the Kama is a success. As for the Vyatka,
it is like hitting the jackpot... Neverthe-
less, what is an event for a Muscovite
is an everyday occurrence for a Tatar.

To bathe in the Volga, Kama, and Vyatka
within a day does not surprise any-

one here. But what if you find on the
map the place where the Vyatka flows
into the Kama, and head there?

The road, paved with rough stone,
feels like somewhere in the depths
of Italy. The pine trees lining the road
resemble those in the lakes of Finland.
In addition, the air, intoxicated with un-
earthly scents. The slight dizziness from
the unreality of what is happening fades
when houses come into view: the village

of Grakhan. The houses suddenly part,
and your breath catches unexpectedly.
There it is the meeting point of the
Kama and Vyatka, almost at your feet.
The water’s surface stretching from

the horizon and hitting the mountain
on which Grakhan stands - that is the
calm Kama. And the one approach-

ing Grakhan from the left-the swift

and windy Vyatka. They meet, embrace,
and then, changing direction by ninety
degrees, only the sensible Kama contin-
ues its journey — the Vyatka dissolves
completely into it.

They say each river has its unique
color. Maybe so, but here, no matter
how hard you look, you cannot find
the exact spot where two large rivers
merge and the Vyatka ceases to be

the Vyatka. Everywhere, it is an endless
blue-green sea. And the Sokol Moun-
tains looming over the river intersection
like a medieval fortress. We will not dare
to judge whether you can endlessly

gaze at the flowing water. Nevertheless,
the landscape crafted by nature at the
foot of Grakhan will make you forget
about everything for a while and simply
admire the views-that is a fact. Tested
and proven.

JOURNEY INSTRUCTIONS: embark from
Kazan onto the M7 highway until you reach
the Mamadysh junction. Take a right onto
the road leading to Sokolki. Just before
reaching Sokolki, veer left onto the unpaved
road, guiding you to the spot where the Vyat-
ka River merges with the Kama.

SEASONED TRAVELER’S ADVICE: after
indulging in the scenic water crossroads, do not
overlook another emblematic site in Ta-

tarstan —Kamskoye Ustye. Here, a memorial
marker atop the hallowed Lobach Mountain
commemorates the majestic confluence of the
Volga and Kama rivers. Kamskoye Ustye holds
the distinction of being the geographic heart
of the Volga.
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7 Astronomical Sonata

Do you yearn to unravel how the tap-
estry of a friendship intertwined with
the fabric of world heritage? Then ven-
ture forth to Kazan - to the hallowed
halls of the Engelhardt Astronomical
Observatory. In the annals of time,
in September 2023, this sanctum found
its place amongst the celestial elite, en-
shrined within the UNESCO World Heri-
tage pantheon.

Here, within these hallowed halls,
echoes resonate of an epoch where
in 1881, amidst the celestial corridors
of the Pulkovo Observatory, Russian
savant Dmitry Dubyago penned the ce-
lestial ballet of the minor planet Diana.
Concurrently, across distant Dresden,
the starry-eyed Vasily Engelhardt, a ce-
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lestial pilgrim hailing from the Russian
soil, beheld Diana with an inquisitive
gaze. Questions veiled in cosmic enigma
stirred within him, beckoning for elu-
cidation only the learned minds could
proffer. Thus, a missive winged its way
to the astronomers of St. Petersburg,
and thus, a cosmic kinship took root -

a friendship that birthed a chapter

of grandeur in the annals of cosmic com-
munion.

The fabled saga unfurled its first chap-
ter when Vasily Pavlovich Engelhardt be-
stowed upon Kazan University a celestial
artifact of unparalleled grandeur. His pri-
vate telescope, a marvel forged in the
hallowed sanctums of Dublin in 1879,
found its haven within the sanctum

of the observatory, casting its gaze across
the cosmic expanse as the preeminent
ocular witness to the celestial ballet.
Amidst the boundless celestial tapes-
try, the Meridian Circle stood as a senti-
nel of scientific enlightenment, its legacy
intertwined with the celestial musings
of ages past. Commissioned for the Ka-
zan Observatory in the annals of 1842 in
the distant reaches of Hamburg, it found
its earthly abode amidst the embrace of a
pavilion adorned with a sliding canopy,
where seekers of cosmic truth would
sit in rapt contemplation, communing
with the heavens in a timeless dance
of celestial revelation.
Through the epochs, the Meridian
Circle remained a silent witness to the

the observatory from Kazan, you can take
the electric train. Purchase a ticket towards
Zeleny Dol and disembark at the «Observa-
tory» station. The train ride will take about
40 minutes. Alternatively, if you prefer trav-
eling by car, follow Gorky Highway for 16 km
until you reach the turnoff towards the vil-
lage of Orekhovka. Proceed another 2 km
until you see the sign for the «Planetarium
of Kazan Federal University.» Another 2 km
ahead lies the V.P. Engelhardt Astronomical
Observatory.

SEASONED TRAVELER'S ADVICE:it is best
to visit the observatory on a clear night. Then
you will be able to behold the enchanting
beauty of the starry sky. Moreover, to rein-
force your newfound astronomical knowl-
edge, you can explore the planetarium.

cosmic ballet, its gaze unyielding in its
pursuit of celestial truths. Yet, as the
sands of time shifted, and the digital
dawn heralded a new era of enlighten-
ment, the Meridian Circle transitioned
from the realm of scientific rigor to the
hallowed halls of educational enlight-
enment. Thus, amidst the celestial sym-
phony, the telescope’s song resonates,
a melodic ode to the cosmic wonders
that continue to captivate the hearts
and minds of seekers of celestial truth.
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8 Muslim Shrines of Ancient Bolgar

The hoary minarets, weathered by cen-
turies past. Mausoleums whose age has
long surpassed five centuries. The White
Mosque — a masterpiece of modern
architecture. A priceless relic — a hair
of the Prophet Muhammad. The world
is largest Quran... These holy sites can be
witnessed in ancient Bolgar - a city that
is itself a sanctuary for Muslims: it is
here, in 922 AD, according to legend, that
the Bulgars officially embraced Islam.

The White, or Ak-Mosque, captivates with
its airy forms and magnificent interiors.
This temple complex is a symbol of the re-
vived Muslim Bolgar and a center of attrac-
tion for pilgrims. It is here that the Muslim
relic — a hair of the Prophet Muhammad -
is kept. It can be seen behind glass in a small
window in the prayer hall wall.

On the banks of the Volga, near the an-
cient fortress, you will find the Memorial

. RUSSIA - ISLAMIC WORLD
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in honor of the adoption of Islam by the
Volga Bulgars. A unique marble building
in the style of ancient Bulgar architec-
ture with a round copper dome, crowned
by a crescent moon. This is a symbol
of historical memory, cultural heritage,
and traditions, spiritual values of the Ta-
tar people. Here is also kept the world’s
largest Quran, adorned with semi-pre-
cious stones.

One of the most visited shrines is the
Cathedral Mosque, built in the middle
of the XIII century; it was the center
of the ancient city, adorning it with
its grandeur. Nearby stands the Small
Minaret, an architectural monument
of the second half of the XIV century,
built on the site of the burial of the «Bul-
gar saints.» Inside the 16-meter minaret,
a staircase of 40 stone steps has been
preserved, offering a magnificent view

of the ancient fortress from above. It is
worth visiting the natural-historical
monument - the well of the Sahabi Gab-
drakhman. Here you will hear a beautiful
legend about how the Sahabi-compan-
ion of the Prophet Muhammad healed
the daughter of the Bulgar Khan.

JOURNEY INSTRUCTIONS: «The Meteor»
from the Kazan River Port will glide you to
Bolgar in just two hours, whisking you away
on a journey through time. Alternatively,

a bus ride, though longer, promises its own
enchanting tale, unfolding over three hours
of scenic roads.

COBET BbIBAJIOIO NYTELLECTBEHHUKA:
everyyear, on the 18th and 19th of May, as Bolgar
commemorates its pivotal moment of embracing
Islam, the «lzge Bolgar Djiene» festival beckons.
Here, amidst the ancient city's hallowed grounds,
pilgrims from far and wide converge, drawn by the
promise of spiritual renewal. Amidst the historic
sites, interactive pavilions come alive with the buzz
of activity, offering immersive experiences, master-
ful craft demonstrations, and soulstirring concerts.
It is a tapestry woven with threads of tradition

and modernity, where every step echoes with

the resonance of centuries past. Come, immerse
yourself, and be swept away in the timeless rhythm
of Bolgar's sacred celebrations.
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9 Seals of Lake Baikal

Legend has it that in times long
forgotten, a dormant volcano stirred
awake here - geologists uncovered
its volcanic lavas... Years passed —

52 million years of those very years...
In the place of that very volcano,

on Lake Baikal, emerged a small ar-
chipelago, covering an area of about
ten square kilometers - the Ushkani
Islands: Big Ushkani, Long, Round,

and Thin. The rocks protruding from
the water around these islands have be-
come a favorite resting spot for charm-
ing, big-eyed creatures — the seals.

Nearly two thousand Baikal seals lit-
erally swarm the rocky beaches of the
Ushkani islets, basking there, «bellies
up,» to the delight and admiration

of tourists. Sometimes, amusing scuf-
fles unfold on the rocks — seals wrestle
with each other for a spot in the sun,
and the defeated ones flop into the wa-
ter, much to the joy of the victors.

You can photograph the seals from
the observation deck. The main thing
is not to make noise! Otherwise,
the seals get frightened and quickly
dive from the rocks into the water.

JOURNEY INSTRUCTIONS: first, you need
to come to Buryatia and sign up for a tour,
as getting to the Ushkani Islands, which

are part of the Zabaykalsky National Park,

is only possible with an organized group.
You will be taken to the Holy Nose Peninsu-
la, to the Monakhovo border. From there,

by boat, to the specialized observation
center for nerpa seals. Then-350 meters
along the ecological trail «To the Baikal nerpa
rookery».

SEASONED TRAVELER’S ADVICE:you should
go to the seals in the summer. It is

during this time that their «sunbathing
season» begins. The excursion route «To
the Baikal nerpa rookery» is open in July
and August.
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The most extravagantly attired na-
tional festival in Russia takes place
in Yakutia — it is Ysyakh. Last year
it gathered 235 thousand people. That
is considering that the population of the
Sakha Republic is 1 million people
(the millionth resident - a girl named
Saina-was born here on June 23, 2023,
and this joyous event was celebrated
throughout Yakutia). Consider the logis-
tics — the distance from one area to an-
other is sometimes farther than from
Kazan to Samara. Nevertheless, almost
half of the republic’s population, from
even the most remote and inaccessible
areas, arrives at the celebration site
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The Sunlit Yakut Ysyakh

of Us Khatyng on the day of the summer

solstice to meet the sun and recharge

with its energy for the entire year,

for the long and harsh winter ahead.
The sun is welcomed here in its finest

attire, and the best attire is, of course,

the national one. Yakuts prepare

for Ysyakh in advance: they sew clothes

with the best craftsmen, buy decora-

tions. As a result, dressed-up Yakut men,

women, and children do not overshadow

their beauty and radiance even the sun.
Guests from other cities assure

that men on this day resemble princ-

es, and ladies — Englishwomen from

the time of the reign of George III-in

1 to Yakutsk. And to the venue of Ysyakh —

the village of Us Khatyng — hospitable
Yakuts provide transportation for guests
by buses. The nearest «Ysyakh Tuymaady»
will take place on June 29-30 in the village
of «Us Khatyng» and will be dedicated

to the Year of the Family.

SEASONED TRAVELER'S ADVICE:

the most interesting part of traveling

to Yakutia is the journey back home. It has
a very «rejuvenating procedure.» The thing
is, thanks to the six-hour time difference,
you will return, for example, to Kazan

or Moscow, even before you depart from
Yakutsk. It is as if those six hours never
existed. That is the paradox!

11 The Black Sea’s Jewel

The resort capital of Russia, Sochi, is a
name on everyone’s lips, boasting the most
renowned resort in the country. Its beach
season stretches from June through Oc-
tober, while the winter months herald
the onset of ski season in the mountains.

Every visitor to Sochi inevitably
explores its famed attractions: the ar-
boretum, Riviera Park, the bustling
marine station, and the remnants of the
2014 Olympics in Adler, not to mention
Krasnaya Polyana and Rosa Khutor...

Yet amidst these treasures, none
rivals the sea itself, dubbed the «Pearl

of the Black Sea.» From the Riviera

to Imeretinsky, Primorsky to Albatross
(referred to locally as Santa Barbara),
Del Mar to Dagomys, and the Blue Sea,
the beaches beckon. By June, the Black
Sea’s waters reach a balmy 20-21°C,

SEASONED TRAVELER'S ADVICE: for en-
thusiasts of exploring abandoned places,

a visit to the abandoned sanatorium in Or-
dzhonikidze is a must. History lovers can hop
on either the 105th or 125th bus and head
straight to Stalin’s Green Dacha. Addition-
ally, a trip to neighboring Abkhazia offers
the opportunity to stroll through Gagra,

the very place where the film «Winter Eve-
ning in Gagra» was shot.

It will foster
the exchange of experiences and best
practices in Islamic finance and invest-
ment, aiding participants in broadening
their understanding of the opportu-
nities and advantages inherent in this
form of financing.

During the session, participants will
have the opportunity to explore current
topics concerning the evolution of the
Islamic financial market, its contribu-
tion to sustainable economic develop-
ment and financial inclusion, as well

as explore opportunities for collabora-
tion among countries and companies.
In addition, AAOIFI workshops will

be provided as part of the track, upon
successful completion of which partic-
ipants will receive an AAOIFI certifi-
cate indicating that they have studied
the basics of Islamic financial activities.
A meeting of the Expert Council will

be held as part of the track to summa-
rize the intermediate results of the ex-
periment and adjust its implementation
in order to create the necessary condi-
tions for the implementation of partner
financing activities.

On September 1, 2023, an experiment
aimed at introducing Islamic banking
began in the Russian Federation. It is

intended that this initiative will last
for two years, ending in 2025. Four en-

tities are participating in this endeavor:
